lowing the test the second trial was nanaie
the next day.

Before beginning the running the aver-
age heart impulse was 84 beats to the ttan-
ate. After running the. above lameti is-.
tance the heart impulse was 15: beats to
the minute, the average natural wains
girth being a2 inches. The next day c'r-

•te were worn durinK the exeriswe. and
the average girth of waist was reduced tcl
24 inches. The saute distance was runt in
the same time ,by all, and immediately after.
ward the average heart impiulse was found
to be 168 beats per nainute.-Medical Jour-
al.
