Bohofield. Gen. Schofleld looked Into
the matter and then returned the papers
to the acting sceretary with the suggea-
tion that the request for troops be ma-
tured and consldered with a view to as-
certalning the legallty of the proposed
action, This indorsement from 8o high
an authority on the complex relations
between the military and civil branches
of the government will undoubtedly
cause the war department to move with
great caution In acting on this request
for troops, and in the end may result
in refusal,

The Indian Territory differs from the
other territories from an administrative
point of view in the fact that the na-
tiopal government i8 bound by treaties
with the Indians to protect them from
domestie violence. But in the absence
of express stipulation and law it is held
that this protection must be extended
exactly as it 18 to the Inhabltants of
other territories, namely, through the
judiclary. The posse committatus law
prohibits the employment of troops as
provided by the organic law, and that
law provides, first, for the exercise of
Judielal power in quelling lawlessness,
and next for the employment of troops
on application of the judicial officers,
based on thelr inability to enforce the
process of law,

8o far as the war department is ad-
vised, the judielary of the Indlan Ter-
ritory has not appealed for the assist.
ance of troops and, as in the case of the
disturbances of last gummer, the gov-
ernment will not move until such appli-
cation is made, and after the judicial
officers have shown proper disposition
to restore order in the Indian Territory,
The war department, it Is stated, has
taken notice of the efforts of the express
company to secure governmental pro-
tection for their service, and the officera
are by no means well disposed toward
the project. The army officers in charge
of affalrs feel that the express company
have not gone as far as they should in
the direction of gnarding property con-
fided to them, and hold that by placing
twelve or fifteen determined, fearless
guards in an express car they could
soon check the attacks of traln robbers
which endanger the lives of the passen-
gers,
