Press announcement that the German '
authorities may eonclude to determine
the possibilities of the intreducUon of
Texan fever Into the emplre from the
expert oplnlons of Amrican veterinari-
ans, which are now belng tranalated,
was recelved with great Interest by
Hecretnry Morton, whose advocacy of
retalintion by requiring a strict Inspec-
tion of German wines and lguors has
been told in these digpatches, The sdc-
retary has Investigated the guestion,
and finds that authority to entirely ex-
clude German products in retalistion
for diserimination aguinst our goods Is
vested In the president by the existing
law, & law which hus been heretofure
overlooked In the discusslon of the ques-

tion,

SBecretary Morton had a conference |
with the president and lald the law bLe- |
fore him. There I8 in the United States
Atatutes an act providing for an Inspecs
tion of meats for exportation, and pors |
hibiting the Importation of adulterated
articles of toood or drink, and authorlgs |
lng the president to make & proclama- |
tion in certaln cases and for other pur-
poses, The secretary belleves this law |
I8 the key to the sltuation, furnishing
this government with full power to re- |
tallate upon Germany for the exclusion
of our cattle, elther by the polley which
he first suggested of requiring strict in- |
spection of thelr wines or by stronger |
measures,

At the state department the attitude |
of the German government reapecting
our cattle is regarded as a natural and
proper outecome of the strong represen-
tatlons made by Minlster Runyon. The
negotiations had reached a polut where
each government was content to rest
Its case upon guestlons of fact, flrst,
whether or not there were genuine
cases of Texas fever among the cattle
fmported Into Germany from the United |
States, and second, whether or not the
disease can be communicated to Cer-
man cattle,

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that our cattle shippers have little to
fear, and that the German government
has asgumed a very lHberal attitude and
one which s lkely to speedily result in
a removal of the embargo.

It has come to the knowledge of the !
United Btates embassy that the pre-
tense that the prohibition against the
landing of American cattle in Germany
was based on sanitary reasons is with-
out foundation. It appears that the
Hamburg sunitary authorities passed
the two cargoes of cattle in question as
healthy, and thersupon the Prussian
sanitary officers were ordered to Ham-
burg, and subsequently announced that
the cattle were afMlicted with Texas
fever, Cattle shippers to Hamburg
are Indignant at the action of the Prus-
slan authorities, as they have recently
built four cattle steamers for American
service, and these have been rendered |
useless by prohibitory orders recently |
frsued, "
