UNSPEAKABLE TURKS

Guilty of the Most Inhuman and Revolting
Atrocities on Armenian Men, Woires
and Children,

BY ORDERS FROM CONSTANTINOPLE,

Deeds That Were Never Excelled in Hideous
Barbarity in the Darkest Part of
Darkest Africa

London, Nov. 16, —The chalrman of
the Armenlan Patriotle assoclation, .
Hagoplan, has sent the following letter,
recelved from an Armenlan, whose
name not glven because it would
[Jeopardize his life, to the Barl of Kim-
Iln-rly.'_ the secretary of state for forelgn
;n!'!'ulr.-:. The letter I8 accompanied by
jone from Hagoplan, In which he says:
| "1 have no reason to doubt the authen-
|tieity of detalls, They will be borne
{out by fuller official reports which have
been, or which will soon be, recelved
from the British agents in Armenia,
| The events reported are the re-enact-
ment of the Bulgarian atrocities with
all thelr most sickening detalls of flend-
Ish lust and atrogious cruelty on un-
armed Christlans and defenseless, in-
nocent women and children, dellberate-
ly planned and ruthlessly executed un-
der orders recelved from Constanti-
nople,*

Hagoplan concludes by saying the
time has come to abolish in toto the ex-
Isting administration of Armenla and
replace It by another regime approved
by Great Britain and other signatories
of the treatles of Berlin, and worked
under their immediate supervision, The
letter of the Armenian thus prefaced
is dated, Bitlls, Oct, 9. After saying
that the magnate appears to be a gec-
und Nero, the writer continues:

“The so-called rebellion of the Ar-
menians in 1893 was a got-up affalr, for
the repression of which the chief mag-
|nate got a decoration, This year the
Kurds carried off Armenian oxen and
the Armenlans' appeal for restoration
was refused., A fight ensued, Two
Kurds were killed and three were
wounded. The Kurde immediately car-
ried their dead before the governor, de-
claring the Armenian soldlers had over-
run the land, killing and plundering
[the Kurds, This furnished a pretext
for massing troops from far and near.
The troops were commanded by a pasha
and a marshal and were hurried to the
distriet., The pasha is8 sakd to have
hung from his breast, after reading it
to his soldlers, an order from Constan-
tinople to cut the Armenians up, root
and branch. Nearly -all of these things
were related here and there by soldiers,
who took part in the horrible carnage.
Some of them, weeping, claimed the
Kurds did more and declare they only
obeyed the orders of others,
