LONG APPRENTICE OF ALEXANDER.

The Four Functlonaries Who Will Have Most

Influence Over the Destiny of
Russia.

Paris, Nov. 17.-A Ilussian function-

ary who traveled with the present iull'

during his voya.ge a roiundl the world.

gives the following sketch of the y'oung

Monarch, which is now running
through anl the F'rench papers:

"There Is not a word of truth in the
stories that are told about the yoiung
man who has just taken the seeptir
from the hands of his father, and who
Is henceforth destined to be the arbiter
of Ilth peaie of the world. It has been
sati that Nieholas II. will exhibit quite
a 'liff, rnt policy from that of his
father; that he will endeavor to give
inot h r orlintation to the friendships
and allilances o f Itutssi, and that IlI the
Internal iffa'irs , the empire he will
innauguraIto ithbrIa reforms.
"flow little tilhese wrlt ter who in this

off-hand way ftx the future fate oft nl-
tlions know the young man who has
ust becoe.t thi, povereign master of
0,000.(O4l0 of subjects! Not only has he

been edutatt d hby his fitther. but. it can
be truly said. his mind has been fash-
Ioned in csome deg•r by the illustrious
deceased•. whoml he iatored, and all of
whose xiltiale•t conceptitons he adtnred.
And how ctuld it be oths.rwlse in a
family In which the most t.nlder alffe-

tion united the father to his children'
During the voyage around the world
I remlember well that every week the
courier brought to the ezarevitch and
to his brother, the (Irand Duke Gletr1t',
not only letters, but ala little laoxesi

filled with fruit. and sometimes mush-
rooms, which the young princes wire
very fond of. Upon every one of these
oxzes there was always written by the

hand of the emperor or the empress the
words, 'athered by ourselves for our
dear sons.'

"In character the young csar resem-
bles his father, and Indeed it might al-
must be said that he possesses in some
degree even an exaggeration of his
father's good qualities. He is a hard
worker and understands everything
that he hears and everything that he
sees. But the thing that astonishes me
to that everybody can say that he has
German sympathies. I could not even
express the little sympathy that he has
for the German princes. I appeal to all
his intimate friends, who have heard
him criticise the policy and the per-
sonal acts of Emperor William. And,
on the other hand, who does not know
that his constant regret was that he
could not visit Prance and see Paris,
which he considered a sort of Eden?
Probably it was a little on that account
that his father would not permit him
to go to Paris before being married.

"As to his sentiments toward Eng-
land, they are altogether of a different
order. He was ill at ease in the pres-
ence of Queen Victoria, but he has quite
a filial affection for the Prince of Wales,
whose affable and merry disposition
captured him completely. On the other
hand, he has a profound horror of the
English policy. In Egypt one evening
at a private dinner, the question came
up touching the peculiar methods
which the English sometimes employ
In exotic countries to suppress the sov-
ereigns that give them trouble, and
also touching the stories that were told
concerning the death of the Sultan. The
(arevitch ?xp ,ssed hlfndif with that
profound political honesty which he
taxes from his father in terms of hor-
ror for such methods of government.
and I have not forgotten the vehement
words which he pronounced. During
the two past years the csarevitch, every
day when he was not traveling, worked
several hours with his father, studying
all the affairs of internal and external
policy. Certainly he did not believe
that he would be called so quickly to
the heavy responsibility of supreme
power, but it seemed necessary for him,
as long as possible, to be the apprentice
of his father.

"Now, who will have any Infiuence
with the new emperor? The best and
most Intimate friends of the late em-
peror. There are four of them especially
toward whom he entertains particularly
friendly sentiments. These are Prince
Woronzoff-Daschkoff, minister of the
court; the General Aide-de-Camp
Teherevine; Gen. Richter. and finally.
and above all, the procurer general of
the sacred synod. dPohedonosteff. the
former tutor of the deceased emperor,
whose influence was preponderant dur-
Ing the. reign that has just fini:;h1.,
The Int., czar never acted witho'ut con-
sultini 1').1bdonr11tzeff. Th mn w czar
will inttino. t'o hb." nlightiutcd by this
powerful n1,il anit great patriot. As t,
