The queerest domicile In New York Is

that of Dr. William J. O'Bullivan, the
brilliant young lawyer-scientist who
defended Carlyle Hartis, Dr. Meyer and
Dr. Buchanan, and will defend Mrs.. Dr.
IMeyer.,

He abides on Washington place. A
big, old-fashioned mansion It is, once
upon a time the town residence of a
notable family. Few visitors enter his
picturesque "den." The doctor prefers
to live his social life on the outside of
those heavy oaken doors which give ac-
cess to his veritable "chambers of mys-
tery."

Dr. O'Bullivan ought to have been
born a pasha or a bey. His leanings in
the matter of house furniture are en-
tirely Oriental. Indeed, while at home,
he even assumes the dress of the Mo-
hammedan. When I visited him, it was
to find his stalwart figsure becgmlngly
clad in loose linen breeches and braided
Jacket, while on his head reposed a gor-
geous turban which Would not have dis-
graced a Bosporus palace or a mosque
at Stamboul.
