Ly Lord Rosebery of elghteen Orders
of the Garter, enough to take the hreath
away from every herald and capltulary
in Burope. In the relgn of the lntter
it came to be Known as the general dog
collar; on the whole, it was quite time
to support it waning prestige with a
new institution, but it was not allowed
that the famous old order should fall
altogether into disuse and diseredit, It
wag given as an auxiliary and accom-
panying decoration with the new one,
and, so reinforced, recovered some of
fts old dignity and value, Its members
wore a black ribbon and a collar of
golden cockelshells represented in por-
tralis of Louls X1, Charles X111, Fran-
cis 1 and other royal and noble person-
ages of that period. Louls X1V founded
his order of Bt. Louis in 1693, its enslgn

but finally rejected It, as It was the
badge of the Bourbons, He was will-
ing to usurp thelr throne and royal

cate about appropriating their colors.

At the restoration, in 1814, the Bour-
bons did not venture to abolish the new
order which had grown Into great pop-
ularity, but they restored the old ones,
and made them all as useful as possi-

ble, giving out the new corations in
particular with a MHberality which
rather cheapened thelr value, They
dopted the absurd device of present-

fng the image of Napoleon along with
that of Henry IV on I8 ecrosses, i usage
corrected some years later In the reign
of Louls Philippe. Under Nuapoleon
the order had come to embrace 106
grand officers, 300 commanders, 460 of-

ticers and 5,260 knights, most of them,
but not all, being the reward of military
gervice, In 1824 the members had risen
to the number of 28,000, and as It was
decreed that sentries should always

salute the red ribbon

plicity of salutes became a ridiculous
ag well as an oppressive physical bur-
den, and the custom was abandoned
Louls Philippe was forced to abandon
oldworders restored by Louis XVIII,
and the three saints, Michael, Esprit
und Louls, went down together, no
more to be resuscitated.
