Ta'r River Press thinks that a three-strand t

wire fence without a rider should constitute

a lawful fence, and suggests that the Legis-
latare pass such an act, to which we demur.

It is not desirable to build wire fences with-

out a pole on top in a country where horse

husbandry is carried on as extensively as in li

Montana, and three wires with a rider are

not auelent to turn stock unless construct-

ed on a very different plan from the one
now in pse.J If the posts were put only six

feet apart, three wires, with a good strong
pole on top, would turn most stock. But if

built as :usual, with posts from sixteen to
twenty feet apart, it would not be sufficient.

Our experience is that the ordinary farm

cow will walk right through such a fence, I
and it is this class of stock that we want to 1

fence against, since the ordinary range ani- t

mal does net loiter about ranch premises to

any great extent. Such fences, it Is true,
often answer the farmer's purpose very well.
In fact, hay ranches are often fenced with
two strands of wire and a pole. The owner

takes the chances, which is well enough, I
but the owner of stock should not be made 1

to take the risK tor anything less than a
fence capable of resisting any ordinary en-
croachment from common ranch stock.

But the onset was made upon ba

sheep coming from beyond our Territory, I

and as it was very essential to encourage w

the driving *in of these sheep. in order to of

stock our unoccupied ranges, and impossi- w

ble to drive them in without getting more le

or less scab, we could but regard laws of 01
this nature detrimental to the nterest at

large. But now that our ranges are pr•Itty
well stocked and driving from the 'atifie ty
slope has almost ceased. it would be ad.van-

ageous to enact some measure looking to
the eradication of scab from the Territory.

The law now on the statute books imposing

a heavy penalty upon any flock master for

driving scabby sheep withii six miles of to

the premises of any other flock master is a

dead letter. At this date it is Impossible to m

move a flock anywhere without crossing the al

range of some other flock, and the law, if tP

enforced, would stop the movement entirely E
of scabby sheep. But the penalties are so

severe that no wool-grower desires its en- p.

n breaking him up in business. What is no

wanted now is a law similar to th.t In force fr

in Texas and Australia, the purpope of a-

which is to exterminate scab entirely. Such

a law would not now work a hardship upon

sheep owners, as no scabby fleck can flour- B
ish, and a law that would compel a shiftless, C
indolent operator to cleanse his flock would o0

be to his advantage, as it would double his ts

chances for success in the business, and it u

would save many thousands in money to ei

those owners who use every precaution l

against the disease. Flocks are now so num-

erous that the man who has a clean fock of

sheep to-day has no assurance that they will t
be free from disease a year hence. The way

to reach this is to create an office of sheep O

commissioner in each county or district, t
whose busineab It should b6 to see that the

law was enforced. Let the commissiener o

take charge of every flock inoculated with

scab after a certain date, and dip and C

re-dip them until cured, at the expense of
the owner, paying the commissioner ten

dollars per day for the time occupied. Let

it be the duty of said commissioner to visit

every flock In his district a given number of p

times in a year. adequate compensation be-

ing provided. Scab once thorofighly eradi- b

cated and the moving in of scabby flocks

pfevented, the market value of our wool

would perceptibly increase, the cost of han- a

dling flocks be greatly reduced and the bus-

Iness placed upon a basis absolutely beyond

the possibility ot failure.

THE NEW COUNTY OF YELLOWBTONE.

The Independent of the 4th inst. gives the
following synopsis of the bill creating Yel-
lowstone county and the proceedings had
thereon in the House:

House Bill 7. An act creating the county
of Yellowstone and providing for the elec-
tion of oflc-rs thereof, was taken up, read
a third time and placed upon its final pas-
sage.

The greater portion of this county is taken
trom the upper end of Custer county. The
bill fixes the boundaries as follows: Begin-
ning at a point at the continence of the Yel-
lowstone and Big Horn rivers; thence tol-
lowing the center of the channel of the Yel-
lowstone river to a point opposite the first
divide east of White Beaver creek in Galla-
tin county; thence following said divide to
the summit of the dividing ridge between
the Musselshell and Yellowstone rivers;
thence in a straight line north to the south-
ern boundary of Meagher county; thence
east along said boundary to the 109th merid-
lan of longitude; thence following said me-
ridian to the Musselslell river ; thence down
the center of the channel of said river to
what is known r,s the "big bend." to a point
where the old stanly road crosses the Mus-
selshell river ; thence on a straight line to
the place of beginning.

McAdow spoke in favor of the bill. He
said that when Custer county was attached
to Gallatin for judicial purposes, it was of-
ten necessary to travel from 700 to 900 miles
in going to and returning from the county
seat. Even now this trip is a long and te-
dious journey of from 200 to 400. This made
court proceedings very expensive and was
the chief source of the debt that now bur-
dens the county. Many of the witnesses
drew from $60 to $80 for mileage alone.
When the county convention met, a division
was :agreed upon by both Democrats and
Republicans, and in consequence of this
agreement the upper end of the county re-
ceived but two offices--the members of the
Assenmbly-while the lower end received all
the remaining offices, which showed that
the citizens were united in desiring a divis-
ion. [n conclusion, he said :

"Billings, the prospective seat of this new
county, is a town of four hundred buildings
and a permanent population of 2.000. It is
situated In a beautiful valley on the Yellow-
stone, with an area of not less than 150,000

acres of good arable lauid, which is now re- I

claimed by a large canal taken from the c

Yellowstone. Many thousand head of stock c

are upon our ranges anld many more will be t

brought into this new county in the spring. N
I am satisfied that we will be able to start

with an assessed valuation of two millions I

of dollars, and before the snows of next C

winter come, will have a population of not t

less than 6,000. This will make us prosper-

ous, and we will be able to support our I

share of the present debt." r

Sec. IV. As to the matinei' 0of appointment

of a select committee.
In the selection of members for service on

committees, there seems to be four principal
methods which may be adopted, either sim-

ply or in some modified form, namely :
First. The names of members to compose

the committee may be moved and piut to

the question, in the same manner with'Cher
propositions.

Second. The committee may be choseklb
ballot.

Third. It may be appointeA ~by the

Speaker or other members selected for the

purpose. either absolutely or subject to the

approval or rejection of the House.
Fourth. The members of the committee

may be designated by lot.
The third mode is applicable in the British

Parliament, particularly to the appointment
of election committees, as now constituted,
and of committees on private bills, and in
this country usually to all select and stand-
ing committees.

Believing that I had authority to appoint
a committee on credentials, I did so, and
there seems to be no question from a legal
point of view, but what Mr. Hamilton is en-
titled to the seat as the holder of the proper

certificate of election, and that Mr. Back has
a right to contest for the same.

These are the facts in the much mooted
question, and I submit whether im all fair-
ness I deserve the censure so lavishly be-
stowed upon me by the Bepublican papers.

GENERAL NEWS.
vs _______________

The Swiss government has rejected the
naturalization treaty proposed by the Uni-
ted States, accordsng to which naturaliza-
tion is forleited by those residing for a cer-
tain period abroad, on the ground that this
clause of the treaty is contrary to Swiss
law.

A Dublin telegram says: Parnell has
forwarded to Father Gallagher 100 of the
385 received from the New York Society
of the Ancient Order of Hibernians. Father
Gallagher, in acknowledging the receipt of
the money, says that sulering peorle in
Donegal are subsisting on food fit only for
beasts; that private charity cannot cope
with the wide-spread distress there; that
the government alone can de anything, and
that It will very soon come to a crisis.

The German papers urge the establishment
of an international court of appeals to teke
cognizance of the decisions of all maritime
courts concerning collisions at sea with the
view of establishing international steering
rules.

The plan for strengthening the fortifica-
tions of Kiel, devised by General Count
Von Moltke, and approved by the Emperor,
is for the construction of sixteen forts,
making Fort Dockyard one of the strongest
in existence, and with the completion of the
strategic railway, establishing uninterrupt-
ed communication along the Baltic.

A Vienna telegram says: An Imperial
concession has been grantedi to prominent
English contractors for a railway by which
all the Vienna railways will be united by
branch lines and a circular railway.

The British sentries at all the palaces have
been removed. The Egyptian soldiers will
undertake the duty of guarding them.

The Norwegian radicals are preparing as
a personal demonstration against King Os-
car a proposal to reduce his allowance by
80,000 crdwns.

The C!!fer?!!ece t the tenant farmers, at
eifHast, Ireland. January 27th, on the land

question passed resolutions in favor of an
amendment to the land act, and urged that
the lease holders be admitted to its benefits,
and that the purchase clauses be altered so
as to afford greater facilities to farmers In
acquiring possession of land.

The Canadian Pacifleic officially says that
$4,000,000 of the $10.000,000 stock has been
taken by Amsterdam parties.

The Minister of War of France has an-
nounced that he should oppose the meas-
ures, but consented to remain in office, pro-
visionally, in order to avoid a ministerial
crisis.

'Th'e committee, on being informed of the
resolution of the Cabinet, agreed. 6 to 5. to
support Fabre's proposal.

The Marquis of Lorne and suite arrived at
New York February 1st from Washington,
and left for Montreal the same evening.

Some years ago Laselle Seminary, Au-
burudale, Mass., ventured to add household
arts such as cooking, millinery and dress-
making to the usual studies.
