
AMERICAN HEIRESS
WEDS EARL

MISS BEATRICE MILLS MARRIES

MASTER OF HORSE TO KING

EDWARD OF ENGLAND.

New York, Jan. 14.-The marriage
this afternoon of the Earl of Granard
and Beatrice Mills, daughter of Mr.
and Mrs. Ogden Mills and niece of
Ambassador Reid, has been awaited
as one of the season's social events
of importance. The bride is a grand-
daughter of D. O. Mills, the financier
and philanthropist. The Earl of
Granard Is master of horse to King
Edward and the head of the royal
equaries, which confers upon him the
right to a seat in the king's carriage
on state occasions.

A temporary altar was erected in
the Louis XV room of the Mills resi-
dence in West Sixty-ninth street for
the marriage ceremony, which was

'performed by Bishop Thomas J. Cu-
sack bf St. Stephen's Roman Catho-
lic church. The bride wore a white
satin empire gown with a veil fas-
tened with orange blossoms and car-
ried a prayer book instead of a bou-
quet. She was attended by Miss Alice
Astor, daughter of Colonel and Mrs.
John Jacob Astor} Miss Edith Taylor
and Miss feattlce Bishop. She was
given away by her father. Lord Gran-
ard's brother, the Honorable Donald
Forbes, was the best man. The guests
numbered about 250. The gifts to the
bride included a check from her
father for $100,000, to be supplemented
later on, it is said, by a London
town house from her grandfather, D.
0. Mills. Her mother gave her a
tiarra of pearls and diamobds, with
tips of pear-shaped pearls and dia-
monds. The bridegroom's gift to her
was a collar tiara and corsage orna-
ments of diamonds, of both which she
has seen only the photographs, the
originals remaining in London to
await her arrival there.

The total value of her wedding pres-
ents reaches nearly $500,000.

The earl and countess will spend a
few weeks at the country home of
Mr. and Mrs. Mills on the Hudson
river before their departure for Eng-
land, on February 2O.

RETRIBUTION OVERTAKES THEM.

Chicago, Jan. 14.--Retribution has
overtaken Alphonse and Alma Duf-
four, 'who were indicted in the gov-
ernment's white slave case here by for-
felting $25,000 bail bonds. They fled
to their old home in France and ac-
cording to a report received by the
immigration bureau today have just
been sentenced to prison in France for
harboring an American girl. Duffour
was sentenced to five years and his
wife to two years' imprisonment.

IS SHOT AND ROBBED
BY COMPANION

VICTIM OF BRUTAL ROBBERY 18

FOUND IN SNOW BLEEDING

AND HALF FROZEN.

Helena, Jan. 14.-A special from
Lombard, Mont., to the Record says:

A Polish German, 42 years of age,
giving his name as Jacob Brentic,
was found just west of here this
morning covered with blood and his
hands, feet and face badly frozen.
He was brought to Lombard, where
the frosen parts were thawed as he
told his story. He and Tony Holly
had worked for the Clemens Ditch
company and were walking east from
Toeton. At Brewer Holly opened fire
on him and battered him with his
revolver and took his entire savings.
One bullet hit Brentic in the head
just above the right ear and came out
at the top of his head. He also has
a bullet in each arm near the shoul-
der. Brentic says it happened about
6 o'clock this morning and he walked
nearly four miles after he had been
shot.

Sheriff Tedman and County Physi-
cian Belaher arrived from Townsend
at noon. Sheriff Tedman and a dep-
uty took up the trail on foot to Tos-
son with hopes of locating Itolly.
Brentic is in a serious condition, with
slight hopes for his recovery.

FORGERS' CHECKS
ONLY FACSIMILES

Helena, Mont., Jan. 14.-F. M. Smith,
manager of the East IHelena plant of
the American Smelting & Refining
company, today made positive and
specific denial of the statement tele-
graphed from this city last night that
the checks used by the three men in
fleecing 100 business men had been
stolen from the corporation. He
states positively that no blank checks
have been stolen, but that the instru-
ments used were facsimiles only.

The alleged forgers will be prose-
cuted to the full extent of the law.
Practically all of the money secured
and all of the wares have been re-
turned to those who cashed the
checks.

RIGHTS OF REFUGEES
'DISCUSSED

LEADERS OF FEDERATION OF

LABOR CONFER WITH PRES-

IDENT ROOSEVELT.

Washington, Jan. 14.-President

Roosevelt and the members of the
executive council of the American

Federation of Labor had a long con-
ference today upon the subject of
right of asylum in the United States
for political refugees and went into
a number of cases now pending be-
fore the state department. The labor
leaders present were Samuel Gomp-
ers, Frank Morrison, John B. Lennon,
James Duncan, John Mitchell, James
O'Connell, Max Morris, D. A. Hayes,
WilUiam D. Huber, John F. Valentine
and John R. Alpine.

The facts in the specific cases
taken up were laid before the presi-
dent in written form, so that he
might digest the arguments of the
labor representatives. What are
known as the Mexican extradition
cases for alleged breach of neutrality
laws and the case of Jan Pouren
were

' 
particularly gone into. The case

of Rudowits and one or two others
were overlooked, but will be sub-
mitted later.

At the conclusion of the conference
President Gompers made no state-
ment of the results accomplished by
the interview, except this:

"The president expressed himself
in entire sympathy with the purpose
of the matter as presented to him,
and will have a careful investigation
made, but expressed dissent from the
criticism of General Purifirro Diaz."

FLAGMAN IS KILLED
IN COLLISION

THE SECOND SECTION OF TRAIN

CRASHES INTO FIRST WITH

SERIOUS RESULTS.

Chicago, Jan. 14.-A flagman was
killed, two passengers fatally injured
and several persons were hurt in the
Chicago & Northwestern yards here
today, when section No. 2 of the China
and Japan Express from San Fran-
cisco crashed into the rear end of sec-
tion No. 1.

The train was 15 hours late into
Omaha last night and was split into
two sections. Fog is said to have con-
tributed to the accident.

The flagman, who has not been
identified, lost his life in an unsuc-
cessful attempt to prevent the wreck.
His almost unrecognizable body was
dug out from the wreckage. He stood
on the rear platform of the first sec-
tion frantically endeavoring to signal
the engineer of the on-coming section.
Engineer Virge and Fireman Johnson
declared that fog shut out all view
of the train ahead until too late. Win-
dows were shattered in the first two
cars of the second section and a
number of passengers were cut by
flying glass.

Among the passengers on section
No. 2 were Dr. A. C. Vangarrott of
Tacoma, Wash.; C. C. Conkley of
Grant, Ore., and Mrs. Helen Redway
of Idaho and her daughter Helen.
They escaped with a shaking up. Dr.
Vangarrott assisted in dressing cuts
and bruises wherever he found them.

THREE MAY SUCCUMB
TO WOUNDS

HOLDUP AND TWO VICTIMS OF

HIS REVOLVER ARE IN SE-

RIOUS CONDITION.

OmBha, Neb., Jan. 14.-Patrolman
L. A. Smith is dead, Detective W. G.
Deverecs is probably fatally injured,
Albert Clarke is fatally hurt and Bet-
sy Smith is dangerously shot as the
result of an attempt by Clarke to hold
Np Anna Wilson's place on North
Ninth street at an early hour today.

Clarke entered the Wilson place and
at the point of a revolver commanded
the inmates to hold up their hands.
At the same moment he snatched a
diamond necklace from the neck of
the Wilson woman and escaped to
the street. Betsy Smith followed him.
Clarke fired a shot into her shoulder,
inflicting a dangerous wound. Her
screams brought Patrolman Smith to
the scene. Clarke at once began
shooting at the officer, firing two
bullets into his body. Smith raised
himself to a sitting posture and fired
twice, one bullet taking effect in the
leg.

The shooting occurred two blocks
from the police station. A squad of
officers began to search for the
wounded robber. He was found on
Douglas bridge by Detectives Deverecz
and Heitfbldt. As soon as the offi-
cers came up Clarke began firing.
One bullet struck Deverecz in the
stomach, mortally wounding him.
Detective Heitfeldt then shot Clarke
twice. At the emergency hospital
Clarke said he came from Denver
three days ago.
