In discussing the nature of the work
in which he [z cngaged Mr. Smith
atated that owing to the great changes
which had taken piace in the watural-
Ization  laws of the country  since
1A0E, it had becoms Incumbent upon
the government to be represented at
aach examination of applicants for
citizenship, The présent naturalization
law, which wag passed In June, 1808,
and became effective in Heptember
af the same year, requires a maore
rigld examination of the applicant than
was thought necessary under the for-
mer law. TIntil the latter law was
repealed, by the enactment of the new
code, the applicant, after having been
a resident of this country a certain
perind, appeared before the  distriet
judge and declared his intention of
hecoming a eitizen of Lhis eountry, A
the expiratlon of a period of five
yveras more he made applleation for
the second set of papers, which were
granted upon recommendation of two
witnesses. 1n the crse of an allen ar-
riving on American shores befors
reaching the age of 18 vears it was
only neceszary that he live in this
country flve wears, when he conld
take out all papers at one time, with-
out the formality of deeclaring his in-
tention of becoming a citizen. Under
the present law all these conditions
have been changed and a minor Imml-
grant ia subject to the same rules of
naturalization as an adult alien.
