DEPRESSION EXISTS
IN MARKET

UNDERTONE IN GENERAL LIST

OF STOCKS CONTINUES TO

SE UNSATISFACTORY.

New York, Feb. 6.-The undertone in
the general list of stocks continued

deprbteed and the effect was offset
less effectually by special points of
strength amongst the lower priced
stocks. A rather steadier tone of
mnOuej markets and expectation of the
bank statement showing a clear de-
crease in the margin of the surplus
were advanced as ostensible reasons
for some of the selling of stocks.

The bank statement did not appear
until after the market closed, and It
was said by bankers that the slight
advance in money rates was having
the effect of bringing increased sup-
plies from outside sources. As the
withdrawal of cash by the trust com-
panies, while locking up an additional
of cash for reserve purposes, has the
effect of effectively strengthening the
banking position in the event of fu-
ture demands on deposits, the new sit-
uation is accepted with great satis-
faction by the substantlitl element of
the financial center.

Japanese government bonds in for-
elgn markets continued to advance on
account of the Japanese program, but
the advance was followed today in the
New York market. Reports that a
financial plan affecting the G(ould
group was in preparation were under
discussilon, but those stocks were in-
clined to yield with the rest of the
market. The bank statement in its
details showed the widespread read-
Justment growing out of compliance
with the new 15 per cent reserve re-
quirement for state banks and trust
companies which went into force on
February 1.

RAILROAD OWNS NEW
TOWN

NORTHERN PACIFIC ERECTS

MANY DWELLINGS AT DI-

VISION TERMINAL.

With the advent of the Puget Sound
railroad and the manifold changes be-
ing made in the mode of operation on
the Rocky Mountain divilion of the
Northern Pacific-double tracking and
building around mountains instead of
climbing them-it is natural to ex-
pect more or less of a townsite boom
at a number of points along the new
line, and on the improved portions of
the old. Already a decided move in
the direction of upbuliding is being
notice'd ,on the Northern Pacific, where
lprmanent Improvements have been
made during the past year.

Among the old towns now showing
unmistakable indications of rapid
growth may be mentioned Glarrison,
the Junction of the Northern Pacific
with its Butte line, and a point through
which the Puget Sound railroad will
soon be operating trains on a regular
schedule; Clinton, I)rummond and
(ncld (Creek. Deer Lodge and Durant on
the east end each are showing signs
of fast increase In working popula-
tion, while on the west end French-
town, IIuson, ('yr and St. Regis prom-
Itsc to boom conslderably as a result
of added and improved railroad facil-
itles. But the town which is looked
upon with most favorable eyes by the
railroad people and outsiders alike as
affording the best opportunities of any
of the new villages is Paradise, the
west terminal of the St. Regis-Para-
dlsn cutoff, and the place which is to
be the western division point of the
Rocky Mountain division.

Paradise is, without doubt, one of
the monst logical spots in western
Montana for a townsite and has been
chosen by the Northern Pacific offi-
cials for a division point on account
of the splendid natural advantages
thie place possesses for that purpose.
It is situated in the very heart of the
Paradise valley, one of the most beau-
tiful plains in Montana. At this place
the Northern Pacific company has se-
cured the right to a large tract of vatl-
uable land and hats establlshed what
is belie'ved to be a precedent in build-
ing its own town, hnving a number of
residcnce bulcilings to be used by the
compllany's employes. There Iare l. of
th,'ese resldences, each containing from
four to six rooms. They are supplied
with splendid water, taken from
mountain streams. and will he lighted
by electricity furnished from the
company's own plant, which is located
on the station grounds. The North-
ern Pacific in designing the residences
adopted rather novel tactics in that
no two of them are built on the same
plan, and each have an exterior deco-
ration of distinctive coloring.

Besides the houses the company hasl
built a modern hotel containing 45
rooms. This establishment is equipped I
with every convenience for the opera-
tion of a first-class catering house
and will be under the mangnnement of
a well-known Spokane caterer.

Several stores are now being erect- I
ed, but these will he built and main- 1
tained under the ownership and man- I
agement of private Individuals.

Tesides the houses and hotel there I
is a full complement of terminal build- c
ings at Paradise, including- a new 1 ,-
still roundhouse, a large coal dock.

ornllllCte water plant and powver house.
machline shops and a modernly
cequipped depot IElectricity is goner- I
ated by means of a large steamn plant.,
the coal dock, being operated by elee- ,
tric power. The company also main-
talns one of its largest turntables at
this terminal.

In addltlion to the other structures
erected by the company, both for the
use of its empl'oyes and for operation t
il handling Its regular traffic, the I
Northern Pacific owns and operates 1
a tie treating plant at Paradise which
is one of the largest plants of the kind
in the United States and is, without
doubt, the largest institution devoted 1
to the treatment of track timbers in
the west. The buildings erected for
the purpose of pickling ties and other
timbers cover a space of several acres
and In addition there is a big storage
yard, having a capacity of 4,250,000
ties. In It are now stored 260,000
pieces of untreated material. Another
yard of large dimensions is set aside
for the storage of the pickled prod-
urt. The main building, in which the
forest product is treated, is 40x170
feet long, containing a large tank 16
feet ini diameter and 20 feet high.
This tank is used for the storage of
the creosote which is used in the treat-
ing process. Another building con-
tains two large retorts, four creosote
pumps and two overhead operating
tanks. Tieneath the two retorts there
is a receiving tank measuring Rx100
feet, The retrots themselves are 7
feet in breadth by 133 feet long. Apart
from the retort department there is
a large boiler room containing three
boilers and the principal fluid pump,
which connects with the storage tank.
There is also an electric locomotive
building 16x24 feet. and in connection
with this is a machine shop of large
proportions. Standing near the main
ulilding of the plant are twin creosote

tanks with a capacity of 16,000 gallonseach. Connected with the plant, and

-an important part of the working
mequipment, is an elaborate system of
nl(arrow and standard gauge track over
which is moved cars containing the
treated and untreated material. To
operate this plant, the output of which
is 4,500 ties daily, the company em-
ploys 65 men and will augment this
force as the requirements of the fac-
tory demand the increase.

Speaking of the company's houses at
Paradise, an official of the Northern
Pacific recently said that the struc-
tures were built in a highly substan-
-til manner and especial arrange-
''nts had been made for their care.
-He sald that the buildlngs would be
undlr the direct supervision of the

nuperlntendent of the division, who
w\v, ld pass upon all details relating to
- heir maintenance. The houses will
rent at 113 50 to $18.50 a month ac-
-eording to their size, water and illu-
mlnation being furnished. The hotel
is located onlv two blocks from the

c depot. while the dwellings have been
n erected at a convenient distance fromI- the division yards.

NEW LINE TERMINAL
IS STARTED

ALBERTON 18 SAID TO BE AN

IDEAL LOCATION FOR DI-

VISION POINT.

The fact that a corps of engineers h
and workmen are now beginning the g
construction of railroad building at n
Alberton brings the mid-terminal of ti
the Puget Sound between Butte and II
North Fork into prominence again. ti
Alberton is the new terminal station a
on the Chicago, Milwaukee & Puget t;
Sound railway, located between Cyr
and Iluson, a distance of 31% miles C
west of Mlissoula, and Is regarded by s
railroad men as an ideal spot for a a
terminus. On account of the geolog- o
ical location of the place the company, 8
in making its preliminary survey n
through this section, arranged to ac- t
quire a large tract of land at Alber-
ton to apermit extensive yardage and t
the erection of all necessary buildings t
for terminal purposes.

Yesterday a corps of engineers and
a force of workmen left here for Al-
h~rton to lay tracks and prepare the t
ground for the erection of a number
of buildings, which will be constructed I
immediately. The plans call for an
eight-stall roundhouse, a 90-foot turn-
table, a sand house and drying kiln,
water tank, coal dock and station
house. For the present there will beI
four yard tracks totaling 15,000 feet,
giving a sto*rage capacity of 400 cars.

The local officials of the Puget
Sound line have received no definite
advice as to the naming of the divi-
sion, but it is presumed that it will t
bear the samne name as that of the
Nr,thern Pacilic through this section.
With Blutte as the east terminal and
Alberton on the west end, the division
will be about 151 miles in length, and
from Alberton to North Fork the dis-
tance is about 100 miles. The dis-
patcher's office will be maintained at
Iutte for some months after the track
Is ready for the trains, but it is gen-
erally thought that they w\ill be ulti-
mately moved to Alberton.

Tetween Missoula and Ilutte there
will be about 16 stations, exclusive of
Mlssoula, and between here and North
Fork thle company expects to pass
through at leapt 24 towns, many of
which will be created with the advent
of the new line. On the east end six
new towns will start up when the
Puget Sound gets its trains moving.
and (1between here and North Fork 19
of the towns will open their eyes to
the industrial world with the first
toot of the Chicago, Milwaukee &
Puget Sound trains. The new line

parallels the Northern Pacific most
of the distance from Durant to St.
Regis. but from St. Regis west it has
been its own empire builder.

NORTH COASI ROAD
BEING PUSHED

KIONA CAMPS ACTIVE ON SPO-

KANE MAIN LINE--CROSS-

ING COLUMBIA RIVER.

North Yakima, Wash., Feb 5.-F. L.
Pitman, chief civil engineer for the
North Coast railroad, denied tonight
a rumor that work on the road In
this valley would be materially de-
layed because the construction of
siphons In the Sunnyslde canal-made
necessary by the grade of the rail-
spring.

If possible the siphpns, which al-
low the canal to pass under the rail-
way tracks, will be built before the
coming Irrigation season, but if the
early turning on of the water makes
this impossible the road will simply
lift its grade at these points tem-
porarily and cross the canal on
bridges.

The point of Mr. Pitman's remarks
was that the Sunnyside Canal, at any
rate, would not delay the North
Coast railroad.

The work of the road in this part
of the state, Mr. Pitman said, is pro-
gressing satisfactorily. Material Is
now actually arriving on the east
bank of the Columbia below the Snake
river for the bridge whiqh will be
built across the Columbia and a spur
track is under construction by the
Washington & Columbia River rail-
road to carry material for this bridge.
Ties have been ordered and the first
actual track laying will probably
take place at or near the bridge on
the east track.

The men in the construction camps
at Kiona are all busy and surveyors
have within the last day or two be-
gun on the line, which runs generally
northeast from Kiona and, crossing
the Columbia, constitutes the main
line to Spokane. Just when construc-
tion near or in the city will' begin
Mr. Pitman said he had no informa-
tion.

The ramifications of the North
Coast road in the eastern part of the
state are many and interesting. The
work of construction is now in progress
on the branch between Teoga and
Spokane, as is also that upon the
main line of the Spokane division in
the vicinity of Spokane.

A compilation of recent authorita-
tive information shows that the North
Coast will have a north and south
line from Walla Walla to Davenport,
which line will cross the 0. R. & N.
main line, the S., P. & S. Riprala line,
the O. R. & N. Connell branch, the
S.. S. & S. Spokane line, the Milwau-
kee, the Northern Pacific, the Great
Northern, and touch the Washington
Central at Davenport.

There will also be an Adams county
branch, which will run from the main
line of the North Coast Spokane di-
vision west, through or near Ritz-
ville, to Moses lake. Another line,
known as the Priest Rapids branch,
runs uip the Columbia from Kiona,
'rosses the river and then, following
thie east bank, crosses the Milwaukee
near Beverly. This line may be later
extended northeast to Moses lake, thus
making a complete circuit by reach-
ing the Adams county branch.-Spo-
kesman-Review.

PUGET SOUND LINE
SETS PACE

APPEARANCE OF NEW ROAD IN ,
WEST DISTURBS PLANS OF

OTHER RAILWAYS.

The building of the Chicago, 1Mi1-
waukee & St. Paul extension to the
Pacific coast has been a disturbing
element in e~Xsting railroad condi-
tions, causing a rearrangement of
plans all around, says a Chicago re-
port. In preparation to meet the
completion of this new line the old
lines have been rebuilt, grades cut
down and curves eliminated and fast-
er train service, with better equip-
ment, is on the program.

Always with an eye to keeping in
the lead, "the giant of the north."
the Canadian Pacific, which has tak-
en over the Wisconsin Ceneral, to be
run in connection with the Soo Line
system, is arranging for a fast
freight schedule that shall cut the
time between Chicago and the Pacific
coast and, Incidentally, the time be-
tween the Atlantic and Pacific sea-
boards, via the Soo Line.

On the Duluth, South ihore & At-
lantic a cutoff from Duluth to Thief
River falls is nearly completed, and
the entire line will be relaid with
90-pound rails from Sault Ste. Marie
west.

The line from Vuncouver east to
connect with the Crows' Nest Pass
line will also be built, probably next
year andl it is hbilcved the extension
of the Soo Line west from Spokane
through the Inland Empire of Wash-
ington to Tacoma or Puget sound will
be another Important link in the, sys-
tem.

RAILROAD MEN RETURN.

San Francisco, Feb. 6.-E. E. Calvin,
general manager of the California lines
of the Harriman system, and W. H.
Bancroft, who occupies a similar posi-
tion on the Oregon Short Line and the
Union Pacific, returned today from
Honolulu on the Pacific Mail liner
Mongolia, where they spent a vaca-
tion. Both denied having any know-
ledge of the report that they were to
be called from the present posts to oc-
cupy higher executive positions under
Harriman in the east.

OPERATE TRAINS OVER
NEW TRACK

HEAVY TRAINS MAKE GOOD TIME

OVER PARADISE-ST. REGIS

CUTOFF.

Promptly at 7 o'clock yesterday
morning, Extra 1514 pulled out of the
Paradise yards over the new main line
by way of St. Regis for Missoula. The
train, with full 1,500 tonnage, was in
charge of Conductor Gormley with
Engineer Sampson at the throttle and
was piloted over the new line by Trav-
eling Engineer Charles Baird, passing
over the 22 miles of track in a trifle
less than 60 minutes. At St. Regle
junction the train crew sent in a tel-
egraphic report of the conditions gov-
erning the movement over the cutoff,
Engineer Baird declaring the track in
perfect shape and ready for regular
service.

Shortly after Extra 1514 had cleared
at St. Regis, another train pulled by
engine 1530, was started out of Para-
dise and proceeded at a more rapid
rate to St. Regis junction. This train
was in charge of Conductor C. Guy
Billings with Mickey McCann at the
head end and "Peerless" Bill Rogers
acting as pilot.

MANSLAUGHTER CASE
DISMISSED

OPERATOR MITCHELL TURNED

LOOSE AT THOMPSON-KEEL*

EY CASE SET.

Thompson, Feb. 6.-The case against

G. A. Mitchell, the Perma telegraph
operator, who has been held on a sec-
ond charge of involuntary man-
slaughter, Involving the death of En-
gineer Monson, killed in the Olive
wreck last September, was dismissed
by Judge Myers in the Seqders coun-
ty district court here today. The
hearing of this case was originally
set for February 12, but it was de-
cided to bring the matter up yester-
day, and the result was dismissal.

Mitchell was tried last November
on a similar charge involving the
death of Engineer Valentine, but the
jury returned a verdict of not guilty
and the telegraph operator was per-
mitted to leave town. He had scarcely
boarded a train for the east when
County Attorney Schultz issued a war-
rant for his arrest, charging the death
of Monson. He was captured at Hel-
ena, and has been held in the Thomp-
son jail since.

Motions for a second trial of the H.
J. Keeley case were heard today, and
the case is set for early next week.
Keeley was tried and convictd of in-
voluntary manslaughter soon. after
Mitchell was acquitted last November.
and immediately filed motion for a
new trial. He is now under sentence
of a term of nine months in the state
penitentiary.
