POPULAR MISSOULA
WOMAN DIES

MRS. EMMA HORD ANSWERS LAST

CALL AFTER MANY YEARS

OF ILLNESS.

Mrs. Emma Ekizabeth Hord, one of
the best known of Missoula's early set-
tlers, died at her home, 201 East Front
street, at 7:30 o'clock last night, of
kidney trouble. She had been an in-
valid for several years, and a few
days ago her malady took on the form
of acute kidney. dlisease, ending in
death.

Mrs. Hord was born in Oldtown,
Md., in 1840, and when 9 years old
moved to Missouri. In 1860 she was
married to Edward Hord, who died
in 1875. Mrs. Hard remained a resi-
dent of Missouri until 1883, when she,
with her children, moved to Missoula,
where she has since made her home.
The surviving children are: Harriett,
William, Benson, all of Missoula, and
Mrs. N. P. Woods of Stevensville.

Deceased was a woman whose win-
ning personality made her one of the
most popularly known of Missoula's
residents. She was a staunch and,
steadfast Christian and a devoted
mother. She was a member of the
Methodist Episcopal church, joining
that denomination when 18 years of
age. For many years she was closely
identified with the religious work of
the Methodist church in this city, but
failing health in recent years limited
the scope .of her endeavors.

The funeral services will be held
from the Methodist church at 2:30
o'clock on Tuesday afternoon. Rev. J.
W. Tait officiating. Burial will be
in the Missoula Valley cemetery.

LY PAPER-PLAY PLEASES

-OTHER NEWS.

It is almost a certainty that the
students of the university will begin
the publication of a weekly college
newspaper this spring. A stock asso-
ciation was formed a few weeks ago,
Which drew up a constitution and by-
laws for the control of the paper.
This was accepted by the faculty with
a few amendments, and the associa-
tion has in turn accepted the changes
asked by the faculty.

Students and faculty may become
stockholders in the "Press club," the
name by which the association is
known. A board of seven directors
is to be elected by the stockholders.
The editor and business manager will
be elected by the directors, subject to
the approval by the president of the
university, for a period of one semes-
ter.
* The newspaper will probably be
known as the "Weekly Kaimin," and
will, In a large measure, take over
the news features of the monthly
magazine. If successful it is probable
that the Monthly Kalmin will be
merged with the new publication next
year.

The Kaimin is one of the old estab-
lished institutions of the university.
The editor has always been chosen
each year by the faculty, and other
members of the staff appointed by the
editor. The faculty has approved the
plan of having the editor and business
manager elected by a student board
since the administration is desirous
of placing the initiative in the hands
of the students as fa; as is feasible.

It is hoped to have the new publi:
cation started soon, as the student
promoters wish to give their journal-
istic venture a fair trial this spring.
