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RETURIS WITH BODY
OF ALBERT NELSON

Coroner W. D. Kendrick r'turned
yesterday afternoon from St. Regis
with the remains of Albert Nelson,
the lumberjack that was killed at that
place several days ago. The man was
working for the Big Blackfoot Milling•
company, and was an assistant on the
decker. In some manner a log 18 feet
in length rolled upon him from the
front and another one of 12 feet in
length caught him from behind,
crushing him to death. His body was
not badly mangled, however.

The coroner was satisfied that death
was accidental, and decided that an,
inquest was not necessary.

Nelson had been working for the
Big Blackfoot Milling company since
last December, and previous to that
time had worked for Ed Riberdy. Not
very much is known of his relatives,
nor where he came from, but it is
thought that his home was in north-
ern Minnesota. Papers belonging to
him show that he had filed on some
land some place in Canada. Other
papers are expected today by the cor-
oner, and these may throw further
light on his home and relatives.

No funeral arrangements have yet
been made.

WIRELESS MESSAGES
FROM HEAVEN

RECENT TELEGRAPH INVENTION

LIKENED TO SPIRITUAL RE-

LATION8 TO GOD.

Rev. Henry Vai Engelen yesterday
morning preached a strong and in-
structive sermnon to thet Baptist Con-
gregation on "God's Wireless Teleg-
raphy," taking his text from John,
18:37, "Everyone that is of the tru,:i
heareth my voice," and also Matth-,,
7:7, "Ask and it shall be given you.'
Mr. Van Engelen said:

' Marvelous progress has been Imuid.
during the past quarter of a century
in subduing the mysterious and mnighi.
forces of nature and pressing tile.,
into the servitude of man. Wonderful
success has been achieved particularly
in controlling that most subtle of na-
ture's forces, electricity. We have al-
most ceased to wonder at telegraphy
and the telephone, and the marvelous
power of electricity as it propels the
machinery of our shops and moves
swift-running trains on our highways
of steel has well nigh ceased to aston-
ish. We still stand somewhat in awe
of that crowning act of electrical in-
ventions-wireless telegraphy. To
visit a receiving station and' behold
those men In communication v ith
steamer a thousand miles out upon
the ocean may well cause us to ex-
claim, 'What hath man wrought!' To
actually receive a message from friends
on yonder ship rolling her lonely way
over the foaming billows seems al-
most incredible. How do those strange
air messages, flashed forth from the
masthead wires of that ship, find their
way over vast stretches of ocean to
this little receiving station? On some
of the great ocean liners a paper Is
published on board and by means of
wireless telegraphy passengers are fur-
nished the most important news of the
world each morning.

Great Invention.
"The practical value of Marconi's

great invention was demonstrated not
long ago when those two great steam-
ers, the Republic and Florida, crashed
into each other. The Republic, the
worst damaged ship, fortunately had
a wireless apparatus on board. The
operator at once began to flash the
news of the distress. 'Steamer Re-
public in distress; sinking; latitude 40,
longitude 70 degrees, 26 miles south-
west of Nantucket,' was the message
that sped through the darkness and
fog. There was naturally great con-
sternation on board among Its 700
passengers who had rushed on deck
and were shivering in the cold and
weeping for fear. The New York sta-
tion was the first to receive the mes-
sage of distress: then two steamers not
far from the scene received the news,
and in a very short time the message
had registered in four stations and on
board six steamers. Soon responses
were flashed back promising assistance
and bringing hope to the hearts of
those aboard the sinking ship. As
quickly as possible assistance came
and this great electrical mystery saved
1.600 people from a watery grave.

There He accommodates Himself to
our limitations and spltaks so clearly
that we need not fall to understand
Him, just as a father, far away from
home, when hlie writes to his little son,
uses tihe simplest language, so the
child may understand. Many sights
he cannot describe so the child can
grasp it. lind many things he cannot
fully coinImunnlcate, but each letter Is
full of a father's love, and th't is the
best part of, them, and the child ap-
Tpreciates that, for its little heart is
truly adjusted to the father heart. God
writes to us In His book on that very
linprinnle, accommodating Himself to
our limitations. If, therefore, His
message of love, salvation and eternal
life does not Interest us it must be

because our souls are not properly ad-
Just'ed to receive His message. That
would certainly indicate a very unde-
sirable and unfortunate state of af-
fairs on our part.

Soul Strings Must Vibrate.
"The lod who of old time spoke

unto the fathers In the prophets hath
at th-e end of these days spoken unto
us in Hisi Son, and when He. the Im-
manuel, sipeaks, man need have no
difficulty to hear and understand.
Jesus said: 'They that are of the
truth hear my voice.' The soul must
he full of error to whom that voice
does not sound attractive. Oh, how
unspeakably sad if the' strings of the
soul do not vibrate and If there he
no response in our hearts when He
speaks and when we hear His word.
We may be sure that we are in a
very abnormal condition when the
words of Jesus do not appeal to us
and we have every reason to be very
much alarmed about ourselves when
that is the case.

"Nothing is mort important than
that we should be In harmony with
the universal law of mutual adjust-
ment so far as our relation with God
Is concerned. It Is the great mission
of the Christ to bring this about.
When we learn to trust Him as our
Savior from sin He accomplishes this
through the renewing of our hearts
by the Holy Spirit.
