BUILDING 1S ACTIVE
ON SOUTH SIDE |

A REMARKABLE NUMBER OF

STRUCTURES ARE GOING UP
ACROSS THE RIVER.

With all of the attention centered
in the boilding operations on  the
north =ide of the river no partigular
notice has been paid to the remark-
able amount of bullding which is go-
side of Missoula,
blocka on the south
side in which bulldings of some kind
or other are nol being put up, and de-
gpite thiz fact the bullding inspector
5 kept busy issuing permits for new
residences there,

The principal bullding over there,
af course, fs the Penwell block on the
corner of Bouth Third street and Hig-
gins avenue. This buillkling, for which
the excavations are now belng dug,
iz to be a three-story structure, con-
taining seven store rooms and two
astories of private office rooms. The
perspective of this building has been
an exhibition in the window of Caob-
ban's real estate office for several
days, and shows one of the most at-
tructive bulldings in the clty,

Up on Blxth street east there is an-
ather center of actlvity. The Frice
flats, the two Beck and Erickson flats
and the new residence of W. J, Burns
are all there in the same block, The
Price huilding is practically ready for
ovcupancy, and  will probably be
apened during the coming week, The
other rlatz are nearly as far along,
the plastering having been put in al-
ready, and {t will not be many weeks
before they are finished, The Burns
house hasz been  under construction
for more than @ year, the work hav-
ing been discontinued during the lat-
ter part of last year. The work has
heen resumed, however, and a few
wigeks will see It entirely finlshed,

in the Hammond addition there was
unusual activity during the past week.
Fround was broken for the residence
of Dr. Pease and also that of Henry
Greenhood, and  there are several
nthers that will be atarted within a
weel, In  this pddition, also, the
handsome Thrallkill residence on Uni-
versity avenue s practically com-
pleted, and iz an ornament to that at-
tractive houlevard. The Galusha
house is another jmportant addition
to the list of handsaome homes in the
HHammond addition, and W. W. Berry
has started work on a house that will
he in keeping with the environment,
E. 8. Newton is among thoze who are
planning  for the constructlon of
houses in this additlon this epring.
