1 in the event of a failure to reach
an agreement with the miners by
that time, rather than continue work
pending an agreement. News of the
sale of a block of bonds by the Jones
4 Laughlin Steel company gave an
impression of confidence in an early

eed Jfbr additional steel producing
(kcilities.

The statement that April interest
on Erie bonds would be paid by the
company, instead of the purchase of
the coupons by the company's bank-
ras, was taken as evidence growing

out of the financial strength. There
was an advancing tendency in quota-
tions for copper, although the market
fOr that metal was said to have quiet-
ed down after the more active
demand earlier in the week. The
day passed without additional engage-
ments of gold for export, although the
foreign exchange rate holds near to
the gold export level. Discounts are
receding abroad, and a decline in the
Bank of England official discount
rate is looked for after the appear-

,nce of the April settlements. Money
on call today loaned below the recent
privilege rate and tinie loans also were
easier. Estimates of the currency
movement indicate that $6,300,000 gold
exports have been more than made
mod by the receipts on balance on
the terlor movement and by the
gain on sub-treasury operations.

VOTERS TO DECLARE
THEIR PARTY CHOICE

Spokane, March 26. -()nc of the new
' alltures of the direct primary elec-

tion law, enacted by the last legisla-

ture of Washington and just approved

by Marion E. Hay, acting governor,
is that at registration time every

elector will be obliged to declare his

party and he must then vote for its

candidates at the primaries. The first

test of this will be at the municipal
primaries in Spokane on April 6. There

are nine candidatos as successors to

Mayor C. Herbert Moore, who de-
clined the nomination for re-election

to devote his time to his private

business, also more than 40 candl-

dates for the five seats to be vacated

in the city councll. The election will

take place May 4. Another provision

of the amended law provides that a
system of rotation will be used, so
that early registered candidates will

not have the advantage. The ballot

will be mixed and distributed in the

various precincts. The purpose of the

last amendment is to prevent the
recurrence of the scramble last fall

for position on the state ticket.

CASTRO EfL MIlJi
TO FIGHT

FORMER PRESIDENT OF VENE.

ZUELA 18 BENT UPON START-

ING REVOLUTION.

Bordeaux, March 26.-"If I am a
criminal why haven t my accusers
the courage to allow me to return
to Venezuela and defend myself?" ex-
claimed Cipriano Castro today when
agents of the French steamship com-
pany officially informed him that he
must leave the steamer Guadaloupe,
on which he sailed today, before that
steamer reaches Venezuela. The
former Venezuelan president was
furious at the action taken by the
steamship company.

Castro's protestations were all in
vain, however, and he had to accept
tickets to Port of Spain, Trinidad,
only. His only statements made here
leave no doubt of his intentions to
try to organize a revolution to over-
throw his enemies and re-establish
himself at Caracas.

Castro today had a long conference
with a Mr. Roy, agent of a Paris
company, engaged in the transporta-
tion of arms.

AEROPLANE FLIGHTS
TO o RSUMED 5001

Washington, March 26. - Aerial
flights at Fort Meyer, where the gov-
ernment aernautical tests- were held
last summer, will be resumed in May.
The Wright brothers are expected to
arrive with their aeroplane before the
lirst of June. Orville Wright, who
was so severely injured in the wreck
of his aeroplane at Fort Meyer last
September, says in a letter from
France that if possible he will com-
plete the demonstrations himself.

Orville Wright expresses in his let-
ter disappointment in not being able
to make a flight before leaving Pau.

The Wrights, accompanied by their
sister, Miss Catherine Wright, expect
to return to America about May 15.

The aeroplane of A. M. Herring of
New York is also due at Fort Meyer
this June.

A Resolution to Create Special Im-

provement District No. 2 in the City
of Missoula, Montana, for the pur-
pose of boulevarding University Av-
enue, building and constructing ce-
ment sidewalks and curbs, planting
grass plots, and removing the trees
now growing thereon, and planting
new ones thereon, from South Hig-
gina avenue to Maurice avenue.
Whereas, It is the intention of the

council of the city of Mlssoula, Mon-

tana, to create a special improvement
district in said city for the purpose
of grading, boulevardlng, building ce-
ment sidewalks and dnrbs; eonsti•et-
ing grass plots and sowing grass seed
thereon, remove the trees now growing
and planting others in place thereof,
changing the location of fire hydrants
where necessary, and for the purpose
of other Improvements hereinafter
particularly set forth, the payment of
assessments for which are to be made
in installments and are to extend over
a period of eight years, and the cost
of which special improvements is to
be paid for by special improvement
warrants, and the entire expense (less
any amount which may be payable by
any person or corporation occupying
any part of the street under a fran-
chise) of all improvements within the
special improvement district hereby
created, including cost of all alley and
street intersections, shall be paid by
the entire district, each lot or parcel
of land within the district to be as-
sessed for that part of the whole cost
which its area bears to the area of
the entire district, exclusive of streets,
alleys and public places:

And Whereas, An approximate esti-
mate of the cost of the improvements
hereinafter set forth has been made
and is hereby declared to be as fol-
lows: One hundred and thirt -eight
dollars ($138.00), per lot of 8 feet
wide and 130 feet deep, and a total
cost on nineteen thousand, eight hun-
dred and seventy - two dollars
($19,872.00).

Be it resolved by the council of the
city of Missoula, Montana: That the
special improvement district hereby
created be and the same is hereby
designated and known as Special Im-
provement District No. 2.
