YORK STOCK EXCHANGE.

New York. April 20.- The strength
of Reading was the principal sustain-

ing influence in today's stock market.

Without that, prices apaprently would

have sagged, as sales to to take profits

were the order of the day in the ma-

jorlty of the list. The special
strength of Reading was the out-
growth partly of the persistent rise il

price of Central Railroad of Ne\%
Jersey, of which Heading is a large
holder. This strength was trans-
ferred today to htaltimore & Ohio, bte-
cause that company shares with thei
Lake Shore the control of Ileading it-
self. As to the direct cause of the
original strength of Central Railroad
of New Jersey, no news was forth-
coming. The continued advance in
Lackawanna and the seeming em-
barrassment of its directors to find a
plan for suitable distribution of the
company's surplus, had a stinulauting
effect on all the coalers.

One report that arises in connection
with this movement is that the plan
for meeting the possible confirmation
of the commodities clause of the Hep-
burn law will provide for some distrl-
bution of assets among stockholders
in the anthracite companies. The
sympathetic nature of the strength of
this group and of a miscellaneous col-
lection of specialties was not convinc-
ing and the general list did not at
any time respond. While the demand
in the general list failed to respond,
there was hesitation about selling.
The consequence was a considerable
reduction in the volume of market ac-
tivity outside the coalers and a nar-
row price movement.

The selling became more consplcu-
ous late in the day. The highly spec-
ulative nature of the ordinary Read-
ing movement and the doubtful char-
acter of some of the specialties
brought into prominence caused their
influence to wane. Part of the re-
pression on the market was due to an
apprehension that a crisis might be
approaching in the wheat speculation.
Growing disapproval of the specula-
tive movement in wheat Is heard in
the financial district, but a sudden
collapse in wheat would not be with-
out, power of disturbance in other
markets.

More' gold was engaged for export
to South America, and there was an
option on part of the engagements for
export to France. Securities markets I
everywhere seemed to regard the
march of events in Turkey with con-
tinued tranquility.

CONIEST OVER BANK
OWNERSHIP IS ENDED

Kansas City, April 20.-Wil on
Perry of St. Louis today purchased
the entire interests, amounting to $1,-
400,000, of Dr. W. S. Woods of Kan-
sas City in the National Bank of
Commerce of this city, and later Mr.
Perry was elected president of the
bank to succeed David T. Beals.

This ends a long contest over pos-
session of the bank. The bank failed
in the fall of 1907 with $36,000,000 de-
posits. It was reorganized later and
William B. Ridgeley, resigned the
position of controller of the currency
to accept the presidency. Subsequent-
ly Mr. Ridgeley was ousted when Dr.
Woods again secured control of the
institution of which he had for years
prior to the failure been pr ,sldent.
