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ARCHIT[CTS' PLANS
ACCEPTED

SPECIFICATIONS OF LINK &,

HAIRS FOR WEST SIDE SCHOOL.

CHOSEN BY BOARD. r

At last the matter of a new school

house for the west side has taken

definite form; plans for Its construc-
tion have been accepted. This was

done by the school board at their

meeting yesterday afternoon after
they had heard the different archi-

tects explain the details of their plans
every day for a week. Link & Haire
were the architects whose plans were

at last accepted, and-they will at once

prepare for their part of the work
of construction.

The plans which have been accepted
are for a two-story building 51x98

feet, built of brick throughout. Ac-

coridlng to the estimates of the con-

tractors the building is to cost be-

tween $35,000 and $86,500, without the
furniture, which, it is estimated, will

cost about $3,600 more. This will bring

the entire cost of the building with all
of the fixtures within the $40,000 mark,

which was set in the recent school
election. Link & Haire have de-

signed a great many similar buildings
for cities all over the country, and

the present structure has benefited by

their experlehce in that it will con-

tain every modern convenience and

appliance which it is possible to put
in.

Special Features.

The special features of the building
will be in the -line of heating and

ventilating. The board has laid espe-
cial stress an these two points, an'd as

a result the school has been so de-

signed as to give the best possible

service in these lines. The boiler
room is to be lined with concrete and

made fireproof in every way, and the

exits and stairways vill be fitted so

that the building may be emptied
without delay in case of fire or other

accirdent. For the ventilation a huge

fan has been provided in addition to

the'ordinary flues and-air passages,
so that a current of air may be as-
sured on the quietest days. This fan

will be run with a dynamo in the

summer and by steam from the boiler
in the winter.

The sewer problem was another hard

proposition for the board to handle,
for there are no sewers on the west
side, and the river is "distant from
the building-at least a mile. The

board will, however, according to the

present plans, put in what is called
a septic tank, which does away with
all the sewage by means of a chemi-
cal change.

According to the plans of the archi-
tects as passed upon by the board, the

building will contain eight rooms, all
of them large and airy and each with

Sseparate cloak room and teacher's C

oom. The basement will contain two F

large play rooms, which will be used A

by the chilcdren during the winter C

weather. '

The Best.

In speaking of the plans of the v
board with regard to the new building

Herman Kohn, who is a member of F
the building committee, said:"We have C

accepted the plans and now we are

going to make sure that we have the C

best kind of a building which the

money at our disposal will buy. We J

are going to make the school modern F

in every respect, heating, ventilation I

and sewage, and when we get through I

we are going to have the best school s

house in the city. We have engaged I

J. N. Brechblll to oversee thle Job on I

our behalf, and the cost of his work

will be taken out of the architects'

fees, so that it will mean no addl-

tional expense to the city. In addition
to this the board itself will carefully

oversee the work and allow no faulty

letail of construction, to escape."
