Dandelions
By Spraying

Tha following, reprintcd fram “Eradi-
cation of Farm Weeds,” a publication
of the American Steel Wire Co., whose
experts have made an extended study
of the subject, should be of much in-
terest to every person in Missoula who
has the cradication of the dandellon
pest at heart. A trlal of the remedy
would do no harm, and may do a lot
of good. 50¢ will buy o Sprayer here
and any drug store can supply the sul-
phate of iren:

“Ag the result of three yewrs' suc-
cessful work, the following facts will
prove of great interest to every owner
of hiue grass lawn;

“Young dandelion plants are lkilled
hy epraying with a 20 per cent selu-
tion of sulphate of iren. Old planls
are badly injured, the foliage being
wholly destroyed, but the growing bud
ja not killed and the old rool sends up
new foliage, Apolyving dry sulphate
of Iran to the ‘heart’ (growing bud) of
the old plant produces death, Repeat-
ed spraying of middle-aged and old
planta resulls in their dea th.

“To destroy young dandelion plants
by spraying, diasclve two pounds of
sulphats of iron In & gallon of water,
atirring with a stick to hasten selution,
and applying with a hand sprayer, Use
one gallon solutlon to one square rod
grasg plot. If the first application is
not eompletely guecesalul, apray a- sec-
and tlme, Repeated spraying will be
rewnarded by the eradication of the
plant,

“Tha grass and clover will be blaok-
ened and appenr killed, but this need
cause no alarm; they are not mortally
injured and in a few days recover and
grow with increased vigor.

“The solutlen can  be made and
sprayed over a square rod plot of
grage in less than o half hour. Fresh-
ly cut lawn grass leaves are very sus-
ceptible to Injury hy spraying with
sulphate of iron solutions; therefors,
do mot spray a lawn to kill dendelions
for several days before or after cut-
ting.

“Hulphate of iron may be applied in
large quantities (50 lbs. to a4 sguare
rod) to & lawn without permanent in-
jury to the blue grass.

“Remember that sulphate of iron
dlscolors cement walks and linen."
