
CHAPLAIN RANDOLPH
SIGNALLY HONORED

Mimister on Duty With Sixth Infantry at Fort Missoula Is
Promoted to the Rank of Major-The Highest

' Rank Conferrable:

Chaplain John A. Randolph,
Sixth infantry, stationed at
Fort Missoula, has been sig-
nally honored by being ad-
vanced to the rank of major
-the highest rank conferrable
upon a chaplain in the serv-
ice of the United States. This
honor, of which Mr. Ran-
dolph has just received word,
comes in recognition pf his
services as a chaplain with
both volunteer and regular
army troops beginning with
the outbreak of the Spanish-
American war and lasting to
the present time. The chap-
lain now enjoys the distinc-
tion of being one of the very
-few major chaplains in the
United States army, and in
addition has a record as a
military minister that is re-
markable in many ways. He
is the first minister of the
Methodist Episcopal Church
South to receive an appoint-
ment as chaplain in the regu-
lar army, aand In addition is
the man who first translated
the Scriptures into the lan-
guap of the people of the CHAPLAIN JOHN A. RANDOLPH.Philippine islands. The an-
nouncement that his services had been
rewarded by the advancement in rank,
as contained in the last issue of the
Army and Navy Journal, proved high-
ly pleasing to the chaplain and the
many friends he has made since his lo-
cation at the Missoula post.

A Tennesseean.
Major Randolph is a Tennesseean

by birth, having been torn just across
the Tennessee line from Corinth, Miss.
His childhood was spent in Mississippi
and his education, both in a secular
and religious line, was secured in that
state. He is now the ranking chaplain
on the active list who was both born
in and appointed from the territory
south of the Mason and Dixon line.

Like many other officers who are
now in the regular army, Major Ran-
dolph came into the service first with
a regiment of volunteers at the com-
mencement of the Spanish-American
war in 1898. He was chaplain of the
Third Mississippi volunteers. In March,
1899, he was mustered out of the vol-
unteer service and was immediately
appointed to a chaplaincy in the regu-
lar army by President McKinley. All
his service in the regular army has
been with the Sixth infantry, which
organization he joined at Fort Sam
Houston, Texas, April 2, 1891. He
went with.y that regiment to the IIhil-
tppIneg., aaod-served htieetheee ,yenau.

'While there he learned the lan-
guage of the people and acquired much
influence over them and assisted great-
ly in bringing about and maintaining
a state of good will betweep the Amer-
icans and the people of the province.

Translates Scriptures.

While stationed in the islands Chap-
mnin Randolph succeeded in learning,

the language of the people inhiabiting
the district known as Visayan de Cebu
and was the first man to translate the
Scriptures by Matthew into that *dia-
lect. More than one million persons
inhabit this district, and he was in-
strumental in placing his translation
of the Scriptures where it was acces-
sible to these people.

Again, while stationed at Duma-
geute he taught the natives the English
language and was instrumental in the
establishment at that place of the Still-
man institute, which has become one
of the important schools of the islands.

After leaving the Philippines Chap-
lain Randolph was on drily at !oit
Leavenworth, Kan., and later in the
islands again. S'ine' returning the last
time he has been stationed with his
r('i-linent at lort Missouili.

HARRIMAN TO BUILD A LONG'

TUNNEL THROUGH THE

DIVIDE

Interesting and new light is thrown
upon the Harriman plans for entering
Missoula by way of Lolo pass in a
story wvhich is publhlled~ in thu Lcwis-
ton Tribune on the other end of the
cut-off line. This story is as follows:

The plans of the Harriman-Milwau-
kee alliance provides for crossing the
Bitter Root divide by a tunnel approx-
Imatply two miles in length, according
to information given out by members
of the engineering parties who have
been engaged In the work at the di-
vide. It is stated the most extensive
investigations have been made by the
engineers in determining the best
crossing of the Bitter Root mountains,
with the result that a tunnel site has
been located which, by following a
tributary of the Bitter Root river on
the Montana side and the construction
of a two-mile tunnel, gives entrance
to the Idaho water grade at a mini-
mum grade.

From information available here it
is known engineers have been working
on the mountain pass from the Mon-
tana side for the past two seasons,
with the result of recommentling the
long tunnel as the most practical plan 1
for crossing the mountain, and by thus
doing eliminating the heavy grades
against which railroads are now light-
ing.

The Interest at Kooskia In the rail-
road situation has been intensified by
the activity of the Northern Pacific
engineers in the vicinity of the town,
which has led to the belief that early
construction work will be inaugurated
by that company. Reports from the
Middle Fork state the Northern Pa-
cific engineers are engaged in cross-
section work, and the appearance of
strangers here during the past two
weeks has started the rumors that
contractors are already preparing to
submit bids on the construction.

as contributory causes in the destruc-
tion of forests by fire, but (he great
danger, he said, is from sparks from
locomotives.

REFUSES TO CONCUR
IN PROHIBITION ACT

Jefferson City, Mo., May 11.--The
Missouri house today refused to con-
cur in the senate amendments to the

state-wide prohibition resolution aridt
sent it back to the upper house, ask-
ing that body to reconsider. As the
senate prolably will decline to give
up its changes in the treasUre, a cot-
ference committee will be appointed.

The senate amendments to the resa-
tion, which provides for a popuiar
vote on a constitutional amendment
establishing prohibition, were two.
'fThe first erased the house provision
that prohibition, if adopted, would riot
become effective until 1913. The sec-
ond was a tax rider, increasing the
lawful rate for all taxing bodies 100
per cent over the present rate.
