JUSTHlOW TO OBTAIN
SALYATION

REV. HENRY VAN ENGELEN

PREACHES HELPFUL SERMON

AT BAPTIST CHURCH.

"Just How to Obtain Salvation"
was the subject of a helpful sermon
delivered last evening at the Baptist
church by Rev. Henry Van Engelen.
His address was based on Acts 16:30,
"Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ and
Thou Shalt be Saved,', and Romans
10:10. With the heart, man be-
lieveth unto righteousness." He said,
in part.

No matter what you! and I may
think about it, salvation is a fact-
a blessed, stupendous fact. "That God
so loved the world that He gave His
only begotten son," that through
faith in Him we might have ever-
lasting life, is a fact, whether we
appreciate it as we should or not.
It is a, truth that the Christ came
not to condemn the world, but that
the world, through Him, might be
saved, whether we have learned to
value it or not, Christ's birth, His
life, His gracious ministry, His aton-
ing sacrifice, His resurrection, His
exaltation at the. right hand of God,
are facts of infinite significance to
all of us, whether we regard them so
or not. If,we fall to respond worth-
ily and plan our lives accordingly, that
does not change these great facts a
particle. *e are all invited to ac-
cept of that great salvation so freely
offered to all, and if we remain lost,
it is not because God has shut us out,
but because we have deliberately
barred the door of mercy against our-
selves.

Our text teaches us just how to ob-
tain this great salyation of God. The
trembling jailer asked gaul and Si-
las, "What must I do to be saved?"
and their definite answer was, "Be-
lieve on the Lord Jesus Christ and
thou shalt be saved." First of all,
that implies some knowledge of Christ
and His gospel and the way of sal-
vation as therein set forth, for "faith
cometh by hearing and hearing by the
word of 'God." Therefore, Christ di-
rected His followers to "preach the
gospel to every 'creature." That is
why we have churches, preachers,
teachers, missionaries, Bibles, relig-
ious literature and all these agencies
to cause the gospel message to reach
every ear and every heart. It would
not take any person who is respon-
sive, who tas.es' the proper interest,
who is honest and sincere, very long
to get the nlecessary information to
furnish a basis for believing. 'It did
not take 'the jailer ,very. long before
he knew enough of gospel truth to
make it podsible for him to believe.

'r "Heart Belief.'
But what Is the character of this

belief which is necessary to salvation?
Is it' merely an intellectual assent?
No, our text tells us plainly, "with the
heart, man, believeth unto righteous-
ness." What Is meant by "beart"
in Bible usage; It certainly does
not refer to the physical heart of
man. It is the seat of the intellect,
affection, will and conscience. When
we speak of a change of heart, we
mean that these component capaci-
ties of our inner life have been made
right towards God.

Intelect,.
To believe, then, means first of all,

that as rational,' thinking beings, we
give assent to the claims of Christ.
When we do that we have had a
change of heart to that extent and
that much of us believes. God first
of all*appeals to our minds, saying,
"Come, now, let us reason together."
He does not try to force our minds
to a decision, but by overwhelming
e'lidence he seeks to win our minds to
a right choice. When He tells us of
His infinite love toward us, point
us to the great sacrifice He has
made, indicates to us our real need
and shows us our marvelous possibil-
ities if we become followers of Christ,
then,' as rational beings, we ought to
say "Yes" to Jesus.

Affections.
The affections also enter into this

believing with the heart, for it must
be our affectionate trusting in Christ
Jesus our Lord. God's matchless love
toward us alone can arouse our
heart's affections. When we listen
to our Savior as IIe tells us of our
Father's love for us, His erring re-
bellious children; when we see the
Father as Jesus plctures Him to us,
anxiously awaiting for His wander-
ing child's return; when we see the
selves to be that prbdigal so foolish,
so wayward, so unworthy, for whose
home-coming the Feather's heart
yearns with a most tender compas-
sion, then our hearts begin to melt
and we begin to love Him who first
loved us. Just as the little prat-
tling infant in mother's arms responds
to that tender affection which only a
mother feels, so our hearts must
learn to respond worthily to the
boundless love of the Infinite Father
heart.

Will.
Man's will also shares in this heart

belief which is essential to his sal-
vation. God does not seek to force
man's will, but furnishes the highest
motives to stir his sluggish volitional
ability to action. When you think of
God's noble and exalted purposes
concerning you; when you consider
your own helplessness and need;
when you think of what it would
mean to you to fall in with your
Creator's plan concerning you; when
you think of the good you might thus
do and the great help you in turn
might be to others-when you really
think of these things, Oh, how the
motives accumulate to gird your
God-given power of choice to an im-
mediate and worthy decision. As a
free moral agent, you can purpose
and you must decide to trust in Je-
sus, for God cannot do it for you.

Conscience.
Yes, not only do the intellect, the

affections and the wilt participate in
this believing with the heart, but
conscience also has a part in this

saving faith. It was an awak•ned
conscience that made the jailer trem-
ble and inquire so earnestly, 'What
must I do to be saved?" If we al-
low our moral consciousness to lie
enicg;itened by the light and truth of
Gad. we will be very uneaiy until we
kt•.wv that we have obtained salva-
tion. When we allow God's truth
to shine Into our hearts, our con-
science will condemn us before God
and there will be no peace until we
have sobbed out, "Father I lytve
sinned against heaven anol in Thy
s!ght."

Thus with the whole heart, intel-
lect, affections, will and conscience
we believe on the Lord Jesus Christ;
we decide to be on His side and
against sin, we yield to Him, we trust
Him absolutely, we unreservedly obey
Him and we openly confess 'Him in
his own appointed way, and then
'Tis done, the great transaction'. done,
I now am His and RH. is mine.

And the glorious ftct of salvation
!Is: become our own blessed expcri-
once.

Experience le•tlr:g up to and ac-
companying this sten will cary, and
n, two people vill have exactly the
edme exoerlenc-, but it will always
be true that "lie that believeth on the
Son hath everla't'in life.'

GOYERNMENT STUDIES
.MARKETS

CLOSER AND MORE DISCRIMINAT-

ING SELECTION OF MARKETS

TO BE MADE.

The Office of Products of Forest
Service District No. 1, with head-
quarters in .this city, is now engaged
in, a series of investigations which

will greatly assist the practical con-
servation df forest products by as-
certaining how certain classes of ma-
terial which are now wasted or im-
perfectly utilized in sales of timber
on the national forests of Montana
and Idaho may be profitably used
by a closer and more discriminating
selection of markets and by varia-
tion in the form of manufactured pro-
ducts.

A detailed study Is being made of
the consumption of timber in all its
forms in each market. An attempt
will be made to ascertain as closely
mining timbers, telephone and tele-
moling timbers, telephone and tele-
graph poles, posts, shingle-bolts,
hewed crossties and cordwood which
is used annually in each locality
throughout the district. The pres-
ent sources of supply will be investi-
gated and a close study made of lo-
cal freight rates, witl the object of
determining as nearly as possible the
best available markets for each class
of material produced on esch of the
twenty-four national forests in the
western part of the district.
It is the constant aim of the forest

service, as a practical step towards
conservation, to secure close utiliza-
tion of the timber cut from govern-
ment lands.. By studying the .dif-
ferent classes of material in the va-
rious localities or markets, and deter-
mining from what national fCrests or
group of forests the demand can be
met under present market conditions
and freight rates, the service hopes
to utilize and save a great deal of
the timber which now goes to waste
in the more heavily timbered parts
of Idaho and Montana, It may also
be found that there are many oppor-
tunities for developing' markets in dif-
ferent localities for such minor pro-
ducts as cordwood, pulpwood, con-
verter poles, shingle-bolts and other
small material, thereby putting to ai
proflable use a great deal of the wood
which now merely furnishes fuel for
possible forest fires.
The Montana mining district, in-

cluding Butte, Anaconda and Great
Falls, is now being thoroughly can-
vassed in a study of the consumption
of mine timbers, converter poles, tel-
ephone poles and cordwood in the
copper mines and the industries and
towns which center around them".
The other important wood-consuming
points in the district will also be vis-
ited. In the early spring the cedar
industries of the territory near Spo-
kane, Wash., will be investi-
gated and an effort made to find a
market for the large quantity of dead
cedar on some of the national forests
of northern Idaho. The rairoads and
telephone linles will also be asked to
furnish statistics on the annual con-
sumption and source of supply of the
poles and ties used in each local-
Ity.

The national forests of this district
contain, in the aggregate, several
billion feet of dead timber, the results
of past forest fires. The utilization
of this rapidly deteriorating material
in the near future, before it becomes
wholly worthless, is 'one of the most
serious problems confronting the for-
est service in this 'portion of .the
northwest. The market studies now
under way should prove of the utmost
assistance in determining how this in-
ferior timber may be utilized to tlhe
greatest possible advantage.

As a second beneficial result, the
study will enable the district office
to direct the timber sales on the re-
spective forests so as to meet the
needs of the various markets, insofar
as they are dependent upon govern-
ment timber, without exhausting the
supply on the nearest and most ac-
cessible forests.
As the extent of the drain upon

the forests east of the continental
divide is determined along with the
markets and uses for which timber
is consumed, a portion of the amount
required will be supplied from the
heavily timbered forests of north-
western Montana and northern Ida-
ho, where there is at present but lit-
tle demand for the surplus timber.
The forests nearest the crest wnho.
consuming centers will then be saved
from the rapid depletion which is I
now threatened and the.district as a
whole will be more uniformly drawn
upon to supply the timber demanded
by its great industries,
