RADICAL IMPROVEMENTS ARE

STARTED ON TRAIN SERVICE

TO COAST.

Chicago, May 18.-Perhaps the most
radical changes in the way of improve-
ment ever made in the train service of
any railroad at one time are those
which will take place on the Burling-
ton route May 23, a\hen that company
will put on four new trains and will
improve the service and quicken the
time of several existing trains.

Perhaps the most important of the
new trains are the two which will run
through solid from Chicago to Seattle,
via St. Paul. They will both be com-
pletely electric lighted, and the Orien-
tal limited 1ill run over the Great
Northern west of St. Paul, leaving
Chicago in the evening, and making
the trip in 72 hours; it will carry ob-
servation-library-club car, standard
and tourist sleepers, coaches, dining
cars, etc. The other through train via
St. Paul will run over the Northern
Pacific road, leaving Chicago in the
morning, and will be known as the
Northern Pacific express, and will car-
ry similar equipment.

It is worthy 'of note that this is
the first time that trains have been
run regularly over any railroad all the
way through solid from Chicago to the
Puget sound region.

In addition, a third train to Seattle
will be installed, which will start at
St. Louis, Kansas City, Omaha and
Denver and run through solid to Se-
attle over -tile Burlington route to
Billings, Mont., thence over the newly
completed line of the Great Northern
through Gieat Falls and Spokane-
one of the most interesting and pic-
turesque routes through the north-
wes:.

In addition to these three 'new trains
to Seattle, the present through train
running from St. Louis, Kansas City,
Omaha and Denver via Billings and
the Northern Pacific, will be made a
solid electric-lighted train.

With these changes, the people of
all the important cities of the middle
west will have through trains to Puget
sound twice a day, a very important
public convenience in view of the
Alaska-Yukon-Pacific exposition to be
held this year in the city of Seattle.

Another new train is the Colorado
limited, which will be installed be-
tween Chicago and Denver, leaving
Chicago. at 9:45 in the morning and
arriving at Denver et 4:15 the follow-
ing afternoon. This is also a com-
pletely electric-lighted limited train
with the usoal modern' equipment-
observation car, standard sleeper,
diner, etc.

The time of the Burlington's Crack
train, the famous Denver limited No.
1, will be changed so that after May
23 it will leave Chicago at 4:30 p. m.,
mrrive Denver 9, p. m., the following

the new business.

LAST SPIKE DRIVEN
TODAY

SMALL PARTY OF OFFICIALS AND

GUESTS WILL SEE ROAD FIN-

ISHED THIS MORNING.

The plans have been completed for
the driving of the last spike in the
long Milwaukee lines and today at
about noon the last' rail will be laid
and the last, spike driven in the rail-
road, which Is now odie of the gr'eatest
lines in the country, and which will
after today be one of tile longest and
biggest in the world.

Accompanied by a small party of
local pe(ple the officials and engineers
of the road will start this morning
for Hell Gate, where the last construc-
tion work on the system is goipg on
and will watch the last. spike driven
home.

E. J. Pearson and C. FI. Loweth. en-
gineer and superintendent of bridges
and buildings for the entire systems
of both the Chicago, Milwaukee & St.
Paul and its western extension, the
Chicago, Milwaukee & 'Puget Sound
arrived in Missoula, and they will
leave for Hell Gate at 8:30 this morn-
ing with the local party.

IMPORTANI PROBLEM
IS SOLVED BY JUDGE

Chicago. May 18.-How to - stop
blockades by freight trains at Chicago
street crossings has been answered 'by
a judge who tried the novel idea of
promptly arresting the conductor of
a train which caused unnecessary de-
lay. In spite of its sIllplicity, tile
plan is reported, to be working won-
ders. A policelan in South Chicago
found that a train of 50 cars had been
blockading one of the busiest streets
for nearly 12 minutes, made a hunt
for the conductor and arrested him.
The conductor explained that he
thought he had cleared the crossing,
but the train was so long that he
could not see the end of it or get a
signal from the brakeman in the rear
-in fact, to judge by the telling, the
train was nearly as long as tle line
0of a camlpaign parade. When tile
