New York, ,day 24.-The speculative
movement in stocks was hampered
today by the appearance oj an incipi-
cut crop scare of moderate propor-
tions. The cliaracter of some of the
assertions regarding conditions in
IKnsas, Missouri and Oklahoma was
disliked by the bulls in stocks al-
though highly relished by the bull
party in wheat, as witnessed by the
sparing of the price of wheat to new
high levels. Due allowance is made
for the highly speculative condition of
the wheat Market and for the affilia-
tions of some of the quoted experts
with brokerage houses interested in
the effect of news on market quota-
tina.

The promise of the improvement in
the banking position was held to be
fulfilled by the compltxion of the Sat-
utday bank statement. The call
money was appreciably easier and the
course of the international exchanges
seem to lessen the probability of fur-
ther exports of gold from New York
to Paris. The London supply of gold
went to Austria, without competition
frem Paris. The sterling exchange
rate has risen at Paris and receded in
New York sufficiently to wipe out the
margin of profit on the movement of

Conditions
were considered auspicious for the
further new bond issues that confront
the market, including a coming sale
of about $40,000,000 of New York city
4 per cents.

Wheat for May delivery scofed a gain

reached at $1.34%. Corn for May de-
livery sold up to 74%c and the same
delivery of oats touched 62%e. All de-
liveries of wheat soared to new high
points as a result of urgent buying
based on alarming reports regarding
the crop outlook in the southwest.
The top price for the more distant
delivertes was $1.191 for July; $1.12
for September and $1.09% for Decent-

her. The July option displayed rela-
tively a weaker tone than. other
months owing to heavy selling by an
influential house which concern, it
was said, was turning the profits so-
cured in that way into the Septem-
ber and December deliveries. The
market closed strong with prices
showing net gains of 1% to 2sc com-
pared with the final figures of Sat-
urday, May being at $1.34/;; July,
$1.18%(a)%; September, $1.111/, and De-
cember, $1.0il%.

Oats were active all day and prices
adval apd sharply, all deliveries rising
to new high levels for the season. Thb
top price for May \vas reached at
62%4, and for July at 551/4c. The mar-
ket closed at net gains of % to 1%e
compared with the previous close,
with May at 62%c, and July at 55/4c.

Provisions were bullishly affected
by the bulge in grain. At the close
prices were up 5 to 25 points com-
pared with Saturday's final quota-
tions.

Be it resolved, That the city clerk
be and he is hereby Instructed by the
city council to have this resolution
published in a daily newspaper in said
city of Missoula for at least five days
before the time set for hearing objec-
tions and protests to the creation of
said special improvement district, or
the making of said improvements, or
the final adoption of this resolution.

And it is hereby declared to be the
intention of the city council to' finally
adopt this resolution on Monday, the
Sih day of June, 1909, at said meeting
of the city council unless objections
or protests are made at said time by
owners or agents of owners ropresent-
ing more than one-half in area of all
the property which would b' assessed
to defray the cost of satd improve-
ments
