NGINEER KREMiLR
RETURNS

FORPtT OF"FICIAL TELLS OF
CONSTRUCTION WORK IN

WESf'ERN PART OF SrATE.

E. W. Kramer, one of the engineers

for district No. 1 ef the forest service,

returned yesterday from a three

weeks' trip through the Kootenal and
Pend d'Oreille national forests. He
spent most of hils time at Libby and
Sandpoint with the supervisors of the
various forests. In speaking of the
work being done on the forests, Mr.
Kramer said that the forest service
is building a trail from Libby to Gate=
way, the latter city being just inside
the Montana-British. Columbia, line,
The trail is about 30 miles toward
completion, and the total length will
be, 60 miles. ,About 10. men from the
service are engaged in the work.
which, for the most part, is very ar-
duous,. consisting of cutting stumps
and trees, and making a path through,
and over hills. The trail will ardly
be practicable for wagons, but can be
used for saddle horses. It will open
a large country, one that has not been
very much known.

Another project that will be taken
up soon is the construction of a bridge
over the Yakt river, about 8 .milel.
north of Troy, Mont. This structure
will consist of an 80-foot span, and
will be the only crossing of the river
for many.miles. It,will be constructed
by the forest .service, and will be on
the..Kootenal national forest.

Among the most important work to
he handled by the forest service will
be the new packsaddle trail from
Cla'ks Fory, Idaho, around Packsad-
die mounttin,. to Lake View, It will,
when completed, be about 20 miles in
length, and will open an entirely new
dou•try, one that, on account of its
roughness, has never been much
known. It has hitherto been inacces-
sible except to people on foot. .The
principal reason for the construotion
of the trail is to open a way into the
country so that forest fires, may be
easily hbandled. It has been difficult
to fight fires in this region before on
account of the lack of highways, for
bringing in supplies,,and it is believed
that by the use of this new trail the
troubles will be reduced to a mini-
mum, if not entirely eliminated.: This
highway will be in the most piptur-
esque region imqglnaljie, as large and
imposing mountain peaks surround it
on every side, and.it Iq.almost all fort
eRt, The.country is .very rough., Thq
Pend d'Orlelle national forest will sur-
round the whole country traversed by
the trail.

street with Toole avenue.
Whereas, It is the intention of.the

council of the city of Missoula, Mont.,
to create a. special improvement dis-
trict in said city for the purpose of
building and constructing concrete-ce-
nment sidewalks, curbs, culverts and
street crossings, making and planting
grass plots, parking, removing trees
and planting new ones, grading, boule-varding, placing gravel or crushed
rock upon, changing fire hydrants
where necessary, and for the 'purpose
of making other improvements here-
inafter set forth; the payment of as-
sessments for which are to be made
in installments and are to extend over
a period of eight years, and the cost
of which. special improvements Is to
be paid for by special improvement
warrants, and the entire expense (less
any amount which may he payable by
any person pr corporation occupying
any part of the street under a. fran-
chise) of all improvements within the
special improvement district hereby

present locations where necessary; ir-
ritating taps to be placed at neces-
sary points.
