PUGET SOUND PLANS
BRANCH LINES

TO BUILD FEEDER ROADS IN SYS-
TEMATIC WAY FROM EAST

TOWARD WEST.

1'iw Chittgo, Milwaukee & Puget
Stit d railway has announced the

building of a branch road north front

McLaughlin, S. D., 25 miles west of
the Missouri river to within hearing
distance of the main line of the
Northern Pacific. For a distance of
about 80 miles this branch road will
parallel the main line of the Northern
Pacific through some of the richest
country tributary to the Hill road,
says the Pioneer Press.

The admission is freely mtade by
those in authority on the St. Paul
road that the developetent of the ex-
tension to tilt coast will continue un-
cheeked for years to come along the

lines of branteli building, particularly
in the D)akotas itd Montana. Some
of this work hies Itlroudy g inenced.

tiihe line runting north unai of Me-

'a~ug'lilt '. 1i., will cross t1he North
Dtkoat state Lint mad the ni f110at ll
river" 40 nil's north of the1( line. F"rom
this point it will muike a ttu'n due
west to the western boundary of Het-
tinger county, North Dakota, it total
distance fromt McLaughlin of 130 miles.
Contractors will be out ill the road
within the week.

Paul road is expected soon,
The develaplent of the ntain line by
feeder roads will bo systematic, com
moening imimnediately west of the Mis-
souri river and working gradually west
through Montana into the mountains.
No new lre nches will be blilt in

Watshington until the train linle hats
htent developed this side of the mtouit-

tains.

New branches are alrenly unidr
nay from points immediately west of
tho Missouri river. One of these runs
south about 50 miles through the
rl'hest sections of the Cheyenne River
indian reservati 151. 'the other leaves
the 11 aill tine a ftw miles further on
anti runs in a direction west by south
along the fertile plateau, as yet hardly
developed, between the Moreau and
Grand rivers to Mint ho ttes. Each of
these roals is 1.0 miles long.

Hly the construetlon of these two
branches on the south of its aini line
tie St. Paul road has entered territory
which would he directly tributary to
proposel extensions of the Northwest-
erl and the Minneapolis & St. Louis
rails, should they cI' on the Missouri
at lite sits they have been working
In for their bridges. The brunch run-

ning north out of McLaughlin is the
first branch line that directly taps by
a leeder the territory of the Northern
Pacific.

The progress of the work along tih
coast extensiln of the St. Paul road is
being carefully watched by Itoswell
Miller, rresident of the board of di-
rectors of the Chicago, Milwaukee &
Puget Sound Railroad company, as
the extension is known, a11l President
