When that
deep black still in the meadows gets
a good sotating and the sun comes
out good and not, its It did last week,
something is going to start, and the
grass Is that something. You couldn't
find a prettier place in the world than
those meadows are this month; It was
good to look at them again and to
see the crops growing. There is every
Indication that the season will be the
best ever known utl in the Carmas
country. If you want to see ai ftlte
stretch of country, go tip there this
month and , look over the meadows
from my place east, clear beyond Pat
Hayes, and you'll agree with ie that
it Is the best you ever saw."
