Up to her advent
the la'dies of the French court had
been complacently content in their
stiff satins and brocades which are
considered entirely correct for court
wear. -ith•gto tiese excellent dames
had q12 ti• d the indulgence. in line
gerie rb t" theii chemiO•s du nuiit
and du jour, and one can imagine how
they held up hands of holy horror at
the audacity of the Austrian who
dared to appear in broad daylight at
court functions in costumes which
"showed through."

Some of the new lace and embroid-
ery trimmed lingerie frocks put ,ot by
the French 'coutuflers this year do
more thant "s)ow through." They
leavealmost ngthing to the imagina-
tion. This -reveiling character is not
in the cut for the summer gowns in
their -hipless, 1Moyenne Age lines, do
not unduly define the figure. It is the
fabric that reveals. Mull and bhatiste
which could be drawn through a fin-
ger ring are used. Embroideries are
equally soft and fine; and laces and
nets are blended with them in such a
cobweb of insertions and motifs that
one aetuallly wonders if a breath will
not blow away some of these marvel-
ously airy creations.

An entire costume, made of mull
with $500 worth of lace trimming andi
all the stitchery done by hand should
pass through one's bracelet--else the
frock can not he considered to be trury
no to Parisian standards of summery
daintiness.

Lacey Effects Also in Silk Gowns.

This diaphanous character is not
confinted to costumes of tul material--
though the suggestion of a, washtub,
used in colnnertion twith a Paris lin
gerle creation, seems n sacrilege. Silk
and pongee frocks anlld the soft, )pretty
lielno-mohair costuimes which the
French coutulriers are producing in
such charming effelcs, have all a
creat deal or tralnsnarent trimming--
lacOs and nets being incirporatedoil in
thl fabric in ieautifillyv blended color
effect. Gulimlis. lOeves a1nd panels
are supnllenonted by whole boleros of
allover lace or sheer emnhroidemly, alid
bhv vandyked insertions lndl shaped
motifs set into the maiterial of the
frock. Venise, clunly lnd other Iheavyi
laces ate used for this pullrpnose. and
some of the Richelieu emlrollderies
which imitate the hoeavy Italian laces.
These lace trimmings are dyed to
match the fabric of the costume, and
so great is the vogue for lyed lace
triitmines on both silk and linen
frocks that most of the large iialnu-
faetuirers maintain their own dying
plants in order to roduce the wanted
shades quickly and satisfactority.

Lace mnay be dyed any desired shade
by means of ordinary oil colors and
na.phtha, care being taken to attemlpt
the process only ill the oplen air and
some distance from any open fire or
light. The naphltha is poured into a
bowl and the oil color added in tiny
dlabs nintil just the right shaude is )h-

tained. Thecn the lace or otiher tri-
intlng is dipped in, squeeted lightly
andtl stretched out on a pillow to dry.
Many homne dressmakers and some
Whot profess to he mcore than amateurs
employ this methlid of colloritlg lace
\\ilh great success.
Linen frocks with long coats to

match e re very smart \ith these dyeed
laceo trimmings., and the color lshoultd
be testendgin andil again with a bit
of oltd] aterial in order to be sure
,that, precisely, the right shade is se-
cured, fTr the slightest variation', in
tone will be the ruination of the cons-
tunte.

Allover embroidery is used totr okes
and sleeves to be worn withi; mtworlnig
dresses of cotton or linen fabrics a, ind
the finer Swiss embroideries, which
show dotted patterns otr tny flo'er
sprays, are irl better taste for scth• :

fects. Where a very sheer effet•cti
desired for more dressy f••cks, tucked,
net may be used with entre deux of .

In making up summer ul••apes or
sleeves of net the washable sort
should be .purchased and the net
should he well shrunken and Ironed be-
fore making up, Otherwise the dainty
sleeves and gulmpe may pull sadly
askew or prove uncomfortably tight
tafter a laundering.
Collarless ghimpes are mu"g fancied

with one-picpe silk and lijen cot-
tuomes, and such a gulmpe_ may be
made of ern~roid'ry or lace Insertion
in very prettyX effect. Quite .wide "n-
sertion is used, and the strip I.' mitered
to form a square which "Last fits
around the base of the throst, giving
a collarless effect without-a too de- .

A wrinkled yoke or col-
lar Is always intolerable to the well-
groomed woman.

The very hlg•sclawSs
blouses and yokes do qot 'cperd. oil
collar pins for their fastaniwg, htit• re
s,:ial.ed with closely set bhttoni and
ce l:et loops, as many as fiva btithSie
often being placed on a high collar
to make a neat fastening, 'phld
method is really far more satiSfia•try
if somewhat more troublesorie at the
start, than the pinfling arrangement, .

Wor
this reason, also, the little button.tand
lops are better than tiny hook h and
eyes, for it is almost impossible,
when fastening one's own yoke at the *

While on the subject of' yokyes and
gugmpes one must not pass by the
fascinating shirt bosoms which the
shops are showing. These are a dir.ct
importation from Paris and x•r t.he
very latest. French scheme for.•, t-
ing the severe tailored ahirtwaist
about the bush, The little wVi e-
shaped "bosom" is cut lik. the,
starched bosom of a Mon's "bolled
shirt," but. there. .l nthin> stlft or
starched about these gay en lit
tie shirt bosomst.. ity Gare. of
the finest handkerchief linen, lMtfal in
tiny pin, tucks, all by hand~ at one
side of the narrow center plarit.'. s
edged by a hand-hemstntlhed, frill of
batiste. The plait fastens wlth,.aiM tll
ball-shaped pearl buttons set closely
together

. 
Sometimes the ikilt bosom

shows a high stock of the tucked
linen; in other instances theg is, a
simple collar band to. be attached to
the shirt waist. The bosom may be
worn with an ordinary "tailored shirt
waist of sheer material or it may be
set in and sewed fast, which. is really
the French way.
