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A TARIFF ANNIVERSARY.

Elx]actly fifteen years ago today, ac-
cording to the records of congress, the
house of representatives instructed its
conference committee not to recede
from its position on the Wilson tariff
bill, but to stand .pat and to yield
nothing to the senate conferees. To-
day the committee which is seekiqg
to harmonize the Payne and Aldrich
: blls- Wyfyll; according to the forecast,
m4ke imnp4tant progress in its work.
It It expeoted 'that the Week will wit-
ness the completiori of the donference
and that by next Saturday the com-
mittee members will be prepared to
report an agreement to their Prespec-
ilve branches of congress. The Wit-
soh bill, representing the deinocratic
idea of the tariff, was a revision up-
ward to such an extent that it re-
sulted in the- condemnation of its
authors. The Ulll which will be passed
by the present congress will be em-
phatically downward. And it will be
a fulfillment 'of the republican prom-
ises for the relief of the consumers of
necessities and for the taxation of the
luxuries.

ENFORCE THE LAW.

Arfests made in Mlssoula during the
past few days have brought before
the federal courts men who are, ac-
cording to the evidence adduced at
to c preirminary hparings, guilty uo
selling liquor to Indians. One of the
men accused has admitted his guilt,
I 'these cases there are local saloons
involved, At lest 'one of them has
sold liquor to a' minor as well as to
the Indians. These eaces, it seems to
is,0 furnish sufficient grounds for the
immediate rpvocation of the licenses of
the salbons concerned. A man who
violates the excise laws is nit a prop-
er. map to hold a' sealooi license.
Whatever the. procedure is in such

* cae 8 it should be followed promptly,
No Saloon man should he let off With
a warning; they h e 'all had warning
enough. If thejy will' not behave them-
selves, they should have no licenses.
The cpeal officers should co-operate
with the federal specials and make 'the
cleanup complete.

A TARIFF COMMISSION.

One of the good points in the tariff
bill which passed the senate is the
section which provides for the selec-
tion of 'a board of tariff experts, tc
report occasionally to congress, and
to advise congress and the president
in matters pertaining to the adminis-
tration of the tariff act. This pro-
vision was incorporated in the bill a'
the suggestion of Mr. Aldrich. It was
not in the house draft of the bill.
But as ihe republican press of the
country has given the proposition
strong support, it will probably be ac-
cepted by the house.

Several years have passed since the
National Association of Manufacture r
began urging the selection of a per-
manent, nonpartisan board of broad
minded business men to make in-
quiries into wages and price.. of ma-
terials at home and abroad, and maX,
reports to congress from time to tine
on which that body could base sual
changes in the schedules as would be

necessary. The leading republica:

newspapers of the country gave the
idea their support from the begin-
ning. The necessity for such a Iboar(d

of capable, unbiased men to make

such an investigation was so apparent

that it won the favor of many pIersons
in congress Immediately. Bills pr,,-

viding for a commission were intro-

duced in the congress whic;h expired

last March by Senators Beveridg', La

Follette and others. They gave their

hearty support to the Aldrich proposi-

tion, although they believed, and still

believe, that it does not go far enough

Had
there been such a body at work foe
two or three years before the meet
ing of the extra session, the work of
Messrs. Payne and Aldrich could have
been performed in three or four weeks

instead of four months, and the fin-
ished product would have been far
more satisfactory to the American
people than this is likely to be.

Colonel Bryan is doubtless sorry to
hear of Governor Johnson's serious
Illness, but he bows to the decree of
Providence. It is willed that the gov-
ernor be called from the presidential
possibilities, the colonel will try to
make the best of it.

SBEST MATINEE RACES OF THE

SEASON ARE WITNESSED BY
A GOOD CROWD.

Never on the face of earth was there
a prettier hor:e race than was wit-
nessed yesterday afternoon at the fair'
grounds by those ewh- -;ttcnd.ed the
meeting of the Matinee club.

Won three straight heats and evened
the score between himself and Nellie
Obispo, tacrh having six heats of the
12 miles that have been paced.

It was g Splendid afternoon fori
racing; the;track was in good condi-
tion and the weather was just warm

'tfough for'th sidewheelers to do their
best. The combination was just right
and Senator Carter took advantage of
the situation to clip off a mile in I
2:20 1-4, the fastest heat that has
been paced since the contest started,
