K. made to China by foreign countries
on the - Iankow railroad. , It was In
conformity with" this promise that the
United States has been insistent that
she be allowed to come in with the
European financiers as an original
party to the loan, Pressure had been
brought to bear on China to withstand
the American 4demands.

The satisfactory adjustment of the
loan means the application of the
"'copn door" to China in its fullest
aspect-a decided advance in the
policy inaugurated by the late Secre-
tary HaSy, al vigorously pushed by
former Secretary Root and Secretary
jCnox. The~ total loan contemplated
by China amounts to 5,500,000 English
pounds. China wss"told that If agree-

FIRE STILL RAGING,

Yosemite, Cal., July 20.-A forest fire

Co, acted Icn the transaction as man-
agers of a syndicate, which included
several financial institutions.

PLANS 10T COMPLETE
BUILDINGS

COLONEL DEWEY SAYS IMPROVE-

MENTS IN OKANOGAN COUN-

TY ARE TO BE RUSHED.

Spokane, July 20.-Colonel Allelbert

M. Dewey of Spokane, president and
manager of the Q. S. Mining company,
announces that plans for the imme-
diate future include the completion of
camp buildings and power plant and
the installation of a power drill plant
on the property in Okanogan county,
Washington, where already more than
$75,000 has been expended in develop-
ing four coplper-gold claims. The work
planned consists of the driving of a
double track tunnel to tap the ore body
at 2,000 feet, to be completed before
the end of July, 1910, also the construc-
tion of the Okanogan electric railway
from Nighthawk to Brewster, Wash.,
75 miles, for operation not later than
June 1. 1910. The railroad will run
within a short distance of the prop-
erty. The property has been worked
as a prospect for 12 years. The ore is
self-fluxing and experts say it can be
mined and smelted at a cost not ex-
ceeding $3 a ton. Twenty-nine sam-
ples taken out in the last two years
averaged $31.27 a ton, while the state
survey places the low average at $14.
Colonel Dewey also says it is now cer-
tain that a smelter will he built within
two miles of the property and ready
for operation in July 1911, if not com-
pleted at the beginning of that year.

It is announced that the Granite Se-
curities company has guaranteed 250,-
000 shares of stock. The contract pro-
vides for the deposit with the Wash-
ington Trtst company of Spokane, with
the contract, of a gold bond of the se-
curitles company for an amount equal
to the price of the stock purchased.
The bond is to be held by the trust
company to secure the fulfillment of
the contract issued with the stock by
the mining company. The contract
guarantees to return to the purchaser
of stock in dividends or otherwise,
within 10 years from the date of pur-
chase, the full value in money of the
stock. Should the mining company
fail to pay any part of the said pur-
chase price within the time specified,
the gold bond is to be delivered by the
trust company to the purchaser of the
stock, In the event the mining com-
pany makes good its guarantee then
the bond is to be returned to the treas-
ury of the company, where, as an as-
set, the stockholders will still have
their proportionate Interest in the bond
itself,

"Careful estimates of the ore above
the lower level place the amount at
300,000,000 tons," said Colonel Dewey.
"This is a simple computation of the
known length and width of the ore
body and is based on finding it at a
depth of 2,000 feet. The principal vein
is a great ledge or zone running along
the trest of the- mountain, and it is to-
ward it that all the work has been di-
rected. This is one of the largest ex-
posed deposits of copper ore ever dis-
covered anywhere. It has been pros-
pected 6,000 feet along the crest of the
mountain, being continuous for the en-
tire length of four claims, more than
a mile. Nowhere on the surface of
this ledge can any sample of rock be
taken that will not assay $3 a ton, and
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some will assay $300, a low average
being $14, as determined by the state
survey. For a long distance along the
crest of the mountain the face of the
ore body is perpendicular and stands
up in plain sight from all parts of the
valley, a wall of mineralized rock 150
to 200 feet high."

The company was incorporated under
the laws of Washington on March 13,
19009, with a capital stock of $2,000,000
in 2,000,000 shares of $1 each, fully
paid and non-assessable. The organi-
zation is on a pooled stock basis, the
pool remaining five years. The com-
pany is composed of trustees of the
Q. S. Mining & Smelting company,
against which a mortgage, not re-
deemed within the legal period, was
foreclosed.

MAY INCREASE AMOUNT.

Peking, July 20.-On account of the
failure of the negotiations at the re-
cent meetings of bankers in London
and Paris, an attempt is being made
at Peking to quickly close the Hankow
railway loan, by increasing the amount
so as to give Americans equal partici-
pation and not reduce the original al-
lotment to the other three powers-
Great Britain, France and Germany.

PEOPLE HOW TO BECOME

CENTENARIANS.

Portland, Ore., July 20.-Dr. Ru-
dolph J. Hoague, exponent of the
simple life, will show Portlanders how
to live 100 years. He has just arrived
here to pick out a location for a col-
ony similar to one recently started
in California, where he will put into
practice? the principles of his book,
"How to Live One Hundred Years."
This colony of long lifers will be es-
tablished across the Columbia river
from Portland, near Vancouver, Wash.

The tenets of Dr. Hoague's cult em-
brace simplicity of religious belief and
Sf living. The worship of God alone
as the Creative Being will constitute
the creed, while an utter disregard
of conventionalities in food and garb
mark the conditions for entrance to
his colony, Where he promises a ripe
old age for his followers.

Among other rules laid down for
the ascetic life to be followed in the
colony will be vegetaranism, early
rising, going to bed at sundown, and
the discarding of hats, sleeves, corsets
and collars. Given names only will
be used. Each member of the colony
will be allotted a task and the earn-
ings of all will. go into a joint fund.
Marriages' of widows and widowers
will be prohibited.
One of the cardinal principles of the

enthusiastic founder is, "Don't worry;
be always cheerful and happy; follow
my rules and live as nature intended
if you would prolong your years like
the men of old."

Dr. Hoague, however, neglects to
explain how one is to be happy and
cheerful while adopting austere con-
ditions and eschewing the usual com-
forts of life.
