GOVERNMENT PUTS ITSELF ON

THE DEFENSIVE SIDE IN

SUTTON HEARING.

Annapolis, Md., July 2'7 -The gov-
ernment today put itself on the de-

fensive and made Mrs. Tames N. Set
ton of Portland, Ore., a complainant
and direct accuser of several marine
officers in connection *ith the death
of her son, Lieutenant James N. Sut-
ton, the circumstances of which have
been under investigation here for the
past 10 days before the naval board of1
inquiry. The government's sudden
change at the suggestion of the judge
advocate, Major Leonard, making the
proceedings of a more formal nature,
camie ens a surprise when Mrs. Sutton
was recalled as a, witness.

An adjournment was taken uttil
Lieutenant Harold Utlcy, a material
witness now Stationel oil the battle-
ship North Carolina, has returned to
this country. The inquiry will be re-
sumed on August 10.

When Mrs. Sutton wasa called by the
judge advocate she was asked' to
identify a letter which she wrote to
the secretary of the navy last Feb-
ruary urging her petition for reopen-
ing the inquiry into her son's death
and in which she expressed her be-
lief that new evidence would be ad-
duced to show that Lieutenant Sutton
was killed by one of his brother offi-
cers instead of committing suicide as
the fornner board of inquiry decided.
When this letter was admitted in evi-
dence. Major Leonard requested the I
court to place Mrs. Sutton on the
stand as complainant against Lieu-
tenants Adams, Bevan, Willing and
Osterman and Searteant DeHart of
the marine corps, all of whom were at
the, scene of the tragedy on the night!
young Sutton was shot.

Attorney E. Davis insisted that Mrs.
Sutton's sole object was to clear her
son's, name of the stigma of suicide
andI not to direct suspicion against any
particular person. The court sustained
the judge advocate's position and the
officers named were notified that they
haIX been made parties ddfendaht and
henceforth had the right to be pres-
ent and cross-aiamine witnesses.

KANSAS MAN DESCRIBES SCENES

IN GUADALAJARA DURING

THE UPRISING.

El Paso, July 27.--One thousand
people were thrown into prison, at
least 10 were killed and many wound-
ed In charges made by Mexican cav-
alry, according to W. J. Bissell of
Phillipsburg, Han., w ho arrived here
today from Guadalajara. the scene of
riots of Saturday and Sunday. his-
sell was in the Gracia hotel, which
was wrecked by a mob xrhen the two
Americans were wounded. Bissell left
Guadalajara on the same train which
carried away the Corral-Diaz speakers
who caused the riots. He said:

"Saturday morning 16 Corrall and
Diaz speakers came to Guadalajara to
hold a meeting. They went to the 1
Plaza Saturday night but the Hteyestas
drove them to the Garcia. Sunday
morning at 11 o'clock the Currall-Diaz'
speakers planned to hold a meeting
in the Dellado theater. The leyestas
went down there and erected a small
barricade. In a little while two squad-
rons of cavalry came charging up,
swept over the barricade, shooting in-
to the crowd of about 500 or 600 peo-
ple behind it and after they had shot
a path to the other side, made a re-
turn charge with drawn swords, slash-
ing all who came In their way. . The
Reyestas returned the fire, but with
little effect."

"I believe several were killed at this
place, about 40 seriously wounded and
about 200 arrested. No meeting was
held. Sunday afternoon when I Was
a the Hotel Garcia.a mob of between
2,500 and 3,000 came upon the piace
from three sides. They were all shout-
ing 'Death to Diaz: death to Corrol;
viva Reyes.' Some of them were
armed.

"They sacked the barber shop and
started in the main entrance of the
hotel. Two Americans in an uiper'
balcony opened fire and another joined
them from a room. A little English
girl about 1 years old, got a six-
shooter from somewhere and began to i
fire into the crowd. I saw three nen
killed near the hotel entrance.

"Two Americans were injured. There
were about 25 foreigners in the hotel.
Finally the cavalry arrived and dis-
persed the mob. Practically every
window in the hotel was broken. Small
detachinents 'of cavalry hunted down
flying groups of the Reyestas and
there were several hundred herded up
near the hotel. I believe they must
have arrested 1,000 men. - The Corral-
Diaz men were then escorted to the
train under guard of a detachment of
cavalry, and Infantrymen were put
on the train to protect them from
violence.

He is survived
by three brothers also, Alex, Dennis
and Placid Albert. The funeral will
be held Thursday at 10:30 a. in; from
the Catholic church in Frenchtown.

A VALUABLE RAIN.

San Antonio, Texas, July 27.-A rain
worth millions of dollars to the farm-
ers and ranchmen of southwest Texas
fell last Thursday. Cotton and many
other crops are looking better than
ever as the result and the grass has
also been greatly benefited. For this
city and vicinity three inches are re-
ported and in the hill country west of
here as much as six Inches fell. Ac-
cording to latest reports, the average
for southwest Texas ranges from four
to six Inches. All the rivers are run-
ning full.

The rain started Thursday night.
Although accompanied at first by a
rather high wind, precipitation soon
became steady and gentle, with the
result that the ground received a
thorough soaking. It is claimed that
there Is now enough water in the
ground to insure very successful crops.
The fear that another rain would cause
the bollweevil to becoone active was
unfounded and late cotton will be ben-
efited by the rain.
