At the same titne
we are alnl *eliaWale of the ability of
our distingOlitho1blethtrt-n'tu make a
physical diagnosis of ditiase, and we
are not unmindful that in this restalet
they 1isaess an athomplisthment to
which the Christian Scitentists alke no
pretenees whatever except what' tie
learns by observation and expertence.

If by
corretitlng the mental conditions of a
tatient both oreitcn and functional

litton was the foundation 01 the dis-

case, and we believe that ere ltng Dr.
'alot and all the host of medical men

will have arrived at this conclusion.
and will note the fact that. notwith-
stuandirr a that is said and done

regarding diagnosis, the Christian
Scientist is correct in his onnilusions
concernirc. the real nature of disease.

In any event "iaisslbilitles" are not
suffil*(ent evidence to the contrary.

The doctor declares "lxperience
-howa that when a perston has had
many etetors. many diagnoses; many
'diseases, or many operations, he us-

uatly turns out to tc suffering from
nervous prostration. There are a great
many persons ti this world who hase
hard many doctors, many diagnoses.
and many disenseu, if not many opera-
tions. and it Is kind In Dr. Cabot to
tioint nut the fact that there is hope
for them in Christian Science.

Iosed to the l mm: nuel movement, de-
ctares "The distineti-tn Ititweec fin%.-
tional and organic diseases is Indeft-
ntte. Many diseases fatlruerly called
functional have been proved to be or-
gante.

This statement practically relegates
all diseases to the functional class.
which. we understand.- even the most
skeptital admit are amenable to Chris-

theretore, that sufficient tsati4tony Is 1
alrsuady In to settl4 thi. question. We c
shall not hold ourselves responsihle for t
the convictiont of Dr. Cabot. but mill 1
wait for him to discover the truth of c
Dr. Knapps assertion by experience.

Dr. Cabot declares: "A ,..:tient suf-
t-ring front organic disease rarely con-
saits a Christian Scientist." He might
have said that thus far very few pa-
flinty suffering with Any airt of dis-
order call opon a Christiab Scientist
until after they have exhausted their
paItltwee or their means In experiment-
ing with material remedies. it is nat-
ural that one shold"iot experiment
with something that is new and un-
tried so long as the 'od ways protmise
results. Those who apply to Christian
Slience are, as a rule, those who have
failed to recover through medicine.
and if it he true that from a medical
point of view otganic diseases are
More difficult to heal, It is likely that
more caw-s afflicted with organic
troubles apply to Christian Science.
If it be true that organic diseases are.
as a rule, more dufficult to heal than
functional troubles. It is because the
one has a stronger hold upon human
befief. and In the breakting requires a
more stalwart understanding of the di-
vine power. Such cases are more dif-
ficult to heal than others, just as some
pirohlems in mathematics are more dif-
ficult than others, hbt while even a
siltipe problem might baffle the ef-
forts of a neophyte or one with limited
understanding, the most difficult would
be easy to a toaster. Therefore, the
remedy for the inability to heal any
class of diseases does not lie in re-
sorting to a more materiai mneans. 1.ut
in understanding more perfectly the
spiritual.

Tai the writer's own prrati'e, extend-
itig through, a period of 21 years, he
has seldom had a patient who was not
affilted With both organic anid func-
tional diant'drs, And his stccess Ihis
hi-en quite as uniform with organic'
trtiubles as with those Whtich have been
cailed nervous disorders.

In contlision tar triti; declares:
"Ttelieving, then, ias I do, that most
C trlstian Scit'nce hares are genuine-
geintine cures of functional disease-
the question arises whether the special
methods of mentbl healing employed
by Christian Scientists differ from
other methods of nental healing, that
is, by producing in the patient a strong
belief that he will get well.'

Whatever may lie atau concerning the
Christian S9t intist's ability to diag-
nose disease, we think that Dr. Cabot
e ill concede to him tt least one priv-
liege, namely, the privilege of statIng
how Christian Sclence heals, since the
Christian Scientist is at least suppotsed
to he informed on his own subject.
To atknowledge the Christian Sclen-
tist's qualifiention lo, define his own
theory titill prtrttite would he no less
consistent. It is evident that no one
knows quite s. well how Christian
Sclence heals as the Christian Scien-
tist, through whose tnderstanding the
healing is effected.

No tnula when, under Christian
Science treatment, a patient begins to.
improve, there is produced "in the pa-
tient it strong belief that he will get
well." but to say that it is this belief,
which itres the patient is to fail en-
tirel' to analyze the modus operandi
or the healing. A Christian Scientist
would not hope to succeed in curing it
Patient by the mere belief that the pn-
tient will get well. although he Is
aware that such an encouraging t1*il
is always helpful to a patient.

The healing remedy in Christian
Science, as we have already htown, Is
the realiation of the divine power
and presence which lilumines the men-
tality of the patient and destroys his
sense and fear of disease.

Dr. Cabot declares: "I believe that
Sa good many warped minds, Just as a

certali; lte bf criapied pine. may he
heljied by h shArp twAt in the other
direction." This being tite the doctor
would logically be oblitd to admit

that tie mast twist mnuuM be *or the right
direction. otherwise It Would hot he
corre tive.

While Christian Scientists have great
respect for those who resort to medi-
cine, while asking God's blessing upon
it. they have learned by experience
that better results <an be obtained by
relyliag entirely upon spiritual means
It is not a question of fanaticism or
nori-fanaticism. but a lUestion of
cl.oosing the way which Is most seien-
tifle and resultful. No one will ever
be able to discover how much tod can
do for hin until he esphriments by
throwing his whole weight upon the
side of spirit. While his neighbor feels
sure that the Christian Bclentist is tak-
ing a risk in hIs bold reliance upon
spirit, the ChrstIan Scientist ia equally
sure that his neighbor is jeopardising
his safety by dividingbhis thought be-
tween two powers and thus weakening
whatever of result he might obtain by
an exclusive dependence upon either

Matdidal Diag neis.

The following incidents furnish
striking examples of the fact that it Is
next to an impossibility for one who
believes in the material theory of the
cause and cure of disease to admit
that organic disorders can he healed by
purely spiritual means. Not long ago
a man who was afflicted with what
had been pronounced Bright's disease
by one cf the foremost experts of this
country. If not the foremost., after ex-
hausting his hope in msaerial reme-
dies, was healed by Christian Science.
Thereafter he returned to the noted
specialist for an examinatit? in order
to make sure that he wasp really cured.
After a second very careful examina-
tion the physIcian was unable to dis-
cover any Blight's. disease, but, in-
stead of admitting that the rescued
man had been healed of the disease.
he gravely said, "For the first time
itn my life I have been mistaken in my
diagnosis. Another patient had been
treated for several years by a physi-
elan who pronounced her disease tuber-
'ntos10 of the lungs. She, too, turned

to Christian Science and was healed.
after which the physician said tijat she
could not have had consumption, for
if she had hail the disease she could
not have been cured by Christian
Science. So it appears that, qs At rule.
the physician's decision that Christian
Science cannot heal organic disease is
based largely, if not altogether, upon
the opinion that the nature of organic
disease is such that it cannot be thus
heated.

If we may not depend upnn'the diag-
nosis of the most learped and exper-
lenced physicians in dealing with such
extremely prononced cases. upon what
evidence cutl it he decided that Chris-
tian Science sioes not heal organic dis-
eases: if the line of demarkation be-
tween organic and functional disorders
is so 'blurred." that even the experts
c'uanot discern it, may it not after all
he triue that there is no line of de-
nuarkation except in mpistaken belief?
After all the cause of disease lies
deeper than functional or organic ills-
the real cause Is mental, a fpot which
is proved when by correcting the men-
tal condition of the patient the body
respi.nds accordingly.

Those who take the position that or-
ganic troubles cannot be cured by
spiritual means, but must be left to the
medical practitioner, declare in sub-
stance that the healings of Jesus were
confined to functional disorders. On
the other hand, if they admit that
Jesus healed organic diseases, they
must admit that those in this age or
the world who heal according to his
method will be able to do likewise.
