LOGS BEING LOADED
FOR CHINA

REMARKABLE SHIPMENT OF

MAMMOTH TIMBERS TO BE

SENT TO FAR EAST.

Portland, Ore., Sept. 3.--.\ remlark-
able shipment of ullemammoth logs is rItu?

being loaded here for China, where the
big sticks will be used to rebuild the
temple Ling Yen, the most famous
house of worship in all China. The
logs are being loaded on the steamship
Emma S. Dollar, the Chinese govern-
ment having purchased them here'
after searching the whole world over
for the biggest possible trees.

The logs are Oregon fir. 105 feet long!
and 40 feet in clrcumfere'ence at the
butt. They are loaded on1 the mnaii
deck of the steamship,. and the bark
is left ,n s. they will not clhate.
V'lhenl they reach Cchiina the bark will

be peeledl off. They will Ise towed tile
the grand canal for 200 miiles into the
interior, tand thtenl carriedll 'overland
six miles teo the temple, where they
will be set up.

The Only Ipossible way tce get them
this six miles is for easdies to carry
them. There are 24 rof these huge log.,
e-ach weighing a tremendous amollluntll.
It seems Imiluemsihl fotr any nultlber eof
cnslies to transpolrt the timbers in this
way. but the fact is vtouched for by
Itobert Dollar. head eof the IkDllar
steamship linles of Sanl Frlancisceo. who
is now in Portland.

S"11e ily office I have phote graphsl of
ceolies carrying timbers that squared.
24 feet and were 810 feet long." he said.
'-They were unloaded from one of tour
ships and a snapshot was taken. The
only way to reach the Ling Yen tem-
ple is to walk or ride in a sedan chair.

The narrow road upl the mountain side
has been worn by the feet of countless

thousatnds of pilgrims to the temlle
shrine until it is hollowed out in the
middle. It is over this rath that tihe
timbers will he carrie•t on coolies'
backs. I have visited the temnple my-
swlf. and althouegh pelople are |ilcreeiu-
loeus when told that ctcelies will carry
these big sticks feor six miles, it is

nevertheless trtle."
The shipment will get away early

this nmonth for the oerient.
