BANKERS' ASSOCIATION FAILS

TO DEFEND PLAN OR TO

FAVOR GUARANTY.

Chicago, Sept. 16.-Not a voice was
raised today in defense of the postal
savings bank plan in the sessions of
the American Bankers association con-
venti"n. nor was a %ord uttered in
favor of guaranty del psits, state or
national banks. In formal reports, in
speeches and in impromptu ren.arks
both ideas wese repeatedly scored by
the bankers, who were, apparently, of
one mind in opposing the two reliefs
offered for the ftinaicial condition.

Attaeks Plan.
In the savings bank section Henry

lienschen of Chicago attacked the
postal savings bank by declaring that,
if the good of the country demanded
that the experience of trusted and In-
telligent men as custodians of the peo-
ples savings be disregarded and the
custodianship turned over to third and
fourth-class postmasters, the bankers
would acquiesce, but that, If the wel-
fare of the country did not demand
'uch action, the bankers would protest
in no uncertain tones.

President George M. Reynolds, the
head of the bankers' association. con-
grajulated the savings bank section on
its steady oppositlon to the' savings
bank idea. President Reynolds prophe-
sled that within a year there would he
such a revision of the national banking
laws as would permit national banks
to accept savings deposits.

The members of the standing law
and federal legislative committee o:
the association discussed the question
of securing national legislation placing
the taxation of banking institutions
on an equal basis.

A Resolution.
A resolution was offered to put the

savings bank section on record as ta-
foring the segregation of savings de-
posits, but it was referred to a com-
mittee without action. Comment was'
made by several of the bankers on
the bank guaranty law and its effect in
Oklahor.a ip direct contradiction to
the praise of state Supervisor Young
of Oklahoma, at the meeting of the
hank supervisors early in the week.
William P. Greere of Cleveland was
elected president of the savings bank
section.

REDUCJIOI IDATES
MEANS MUCH

SHIPPERS IN WASHINGTON SAVE
$000,000 A YEAR BY CUT

IN CHARGES.

Spokane. Sept. 16.-Shippers in Spo-
kane and throughout the Inland Em-
pire. where enormous tonnage in
grains, fruits, timber and minmrals i,
offered to railroads, believe that the
action of the state railroad commis-
sion of Washington in ordering the
Northern Pacific Railway company
forthwith to reduce its freight rates
on grain to t7 1-2 per cent of the tar-
iff published on June 34, 1901. will
have a salutary effect all over the
northwest. Though the cut of 12 1-2
per cent applies only on the' Northern
Pacific main line in the state, it will
save the shippers from , ne to one
and a half cents a bushel, or between,
$350.000 and 1500,000 a year.

The reduction, based on the finding
that the company's profits are more
than 81.000.000 a year. exclusively on
state business, over a 7 per cent an-
nual revenue on the investment, is
taken to mean that inquiry may te
made into other tonnage, the carrier
charges on which are declared to be
unrealsnable, excessive and exorbi-
tant. The significant portion of the
commission's finding is best told In
its own words. In part as follows:

"We have found the value of the
Northern Pacific Railway company's l
property in the state used for the pub-
lic to he =111,374.950--divided. $45.703,-
730 for state use and 943,671.219 for in-
terstate use.

"We have found as facts that the
not earnings of the company from
state business were 84.976.273 for 1905,
15.174.047 for 1906. 15.600,373 for 1907.
and 86,!23,943 for 1908.

"The earnings of the Washington &
(nlumbia Rtiver branch are not in-
cluded in the earnings for 1945-6-7, so
the value of the property used would
be corftspandingly reduiei. The valie
of its property used for state business
during 19054-7 would not exceed $4_,-
50 .000.

"The estimated net earnings of the,
company from state business for 1908
exceeds $8,450,000. thus showing a net
return from state business for the five
years under consideration of 11.7 per
cent. 12.17 per cent. 13.17 per cent,
13.62 per cent, and 18.51 per cent, re-
spectively. That this return, with the
percentage increasing yearly, is ex-
ressive Is clearly evident."

The finding shows that grain
amounted to 14.97 per cent of the total
state tonnage carried by the com-
pany over its lines in Washington.
and to 45.07 per cent of the total 10.
miles. and furnished 33.09 per cent of
the total state revenue received by
the company in 1908. Sixteen million
bushels of grain were carried by the :
nimpany. The cost of movement, ex-
'lusive of taxes. interest or dividends,

was approximately $0.968 a ton. while
the average receipt per to'n was ap-
.roxitnately $3.02, the mov ing c.'st

being approximately 32.01 per cent of.
the gross earnings, the operating ex-
penses of the road on all its busi-
ness being 54.11 per cent of the gross
receipts.

Carload merchandise constituted 11.54
per cent of the state tonnage and 14.84
per cent of the ton miles, while it
contributed 19.16 per cent of the total
state earnings, and the cost of moving
was only 25.89 per cent of the gross
earnings. Less than carload merchant.
dise constituted 3.83 per cent of the
tonnage. 3.54 per cent of the ton miles
and contributed 16.26 per cent of thq
total state earnings, the cost of mov-
Ing being 51.93 per cent of the gross
earnings therefrom!
