
EMPEROR WILL SEND
CHERRY TREES

RULER OF JAPAN WILL FURNISH
THEM TO BE PLANTED IN

WASHINGTON.

Washington. lct. IS.-When the
honorary commercial commissioners of
Japan arrive In Washlagton on No-
vember i they will be taken on an au-
tomobile ride, which will include Po-
tomac drive, along which 2,000 cherry
trees to be presented to this country-.
by the emperor of Japan are to be
planted. The shipment of the trees
and the planting thereof has been en-
trusted to Torajiro Watase, proprietor
of a Tokio plant and seed company,
who Is one of the commnissioners.

Speaking of the gift of the en.leror
to the city of Washington. Mr. Watase
said the trees would be sent to Mrs.
Taft, wife of the president, and by
her presented to the government no
transplanting along the Potomac drive.

Former President Roosevelt and
President Taft are chiefly responsible
for the improvement of the Potomac
river front and it was Mrs. Taft who
gave it the name of Potomac park.

The emperor of Japan is sending to
New York a large number of cherry
trees to be planted along Riverside
drive.

In Japan. the land of the cherry
blossoms, there are many beautiful -
legends about the tree and flower of
the cherry.

The blossom of the Japan cherry is
of a peculiarly delicate beauty. and
there is a tradition in Japan that if
that same tone appears in the bloom
of the Japanese cherry planted in
another country that country can he
taken and subjugated by Japan. Mr.
W'atase i; authority for the statement

that while many Japanese cherry
trees have been brought to the United
States, the color of the biosson.s, al-
though just as beautiful, is unlike the
blossom which appears in Japan.

contrimlled the business of each cor-
jmo-ation.

That," said the
siswiker with added emphasis. 'was
the greatest change that ever took
place in the businese life of any couhl-
try.

.Uplawful.
"It was unlawful to make that sort

of organization," continued the speak-
er. *The coninon law provided against
it and it was in absolute defiance of
the fundamental principles of rep-
rest ntative government. John Sher-
man, with the foresight of statesman-
ship, during this period. saw thei spieck
upon the horizon, and succeeded in
putting a law upon the statute books
providing a penalty for usuorping cr-
porations and this law was so strin-
gent that the representatives of th
corporations saw fit to amend and
weaken matters so that the attorney
general could not enforce the Shermniar
net. The Sherman act was 'mn the
tmmks for a goims many years. but not
until Themaure itmiRmmsevelt teramie
president was. it exercised with any
vigorous energy.

"The fourth and last change came a
few years ago." he continued. "whemn
men especially successful conceived
the idea of controlling the biggest
business enterprises; in other worsd.
In having a emnbination of corpora-
tions. Pursuing this Idea the rail-
roads of the countiy! were merged
until there were sit: systems, c-on-
tromled by eight men. and this field
of enterprise was divided into four
big divisions-transcontinental trans-
portation, traction and interurban
lines, franchises and steamships."

"Dummy" Directors.
The speaker said that in pursuing

a theory of his own some years ago
he obtained a directory of directors
and in studying it out he found the
name Chauncey t)epew" on 74 boards
of directors. Continuing his study
farther he saw that out of the list
of 100 men represented as the board=
of directors none of them were there
representing their own personal in-
terests, but were the tools of wealthy
men hamk of them. He stated that 14
men 10 years ago could challenge any
financial pmwer in Wall street. Those
14 men today are afraid to meet two
men-Rockefeller and Morgan. If the
process continued in the next decade
as it has in the last 10 years. there
