IS FASTEST

FJHTER
NEW BATTLESHIP MAKES REC.

ORD RUN ON HER TRIAL

TRIPS AT ROCKLAND.

HAS GREAT HORSE POWER
United States Now Has Greatest Bat-

tleship Afloat-Fitted With Turbine

Engines, New saseli Outdoes All

Others Heretofore Built-Figures for

Five Mile Runs in Eastern Waters.

Rockland, Me., Nov. 4.-The North

Dakota is the fastest battieship of the

Dreadnought type. afloat, as well as

one of the two most powerful shisr,

in the world. Her screw standardi-

sation tests over the Rockland meas-

ured mile course today developec a

maximum speed of 22.25 knots, an

average of 21.833. Btoth marks are inl
excess of the best performnances of

either her sister ship, tie Delaware,
or the B3ellerophon,. the hlatilAg Dread-
nought of the British navy.

In attaining this surprising speed tie
turbine engines of the North Dakota
were forced to the developn.ent of
mnore horse power than hlas teel
reached by any other battleship afloat.
A maximum of 35.150 hotrse power was
recorded, while 33.S7: horse power was
the mean amount. The maximum
number of revolutions of her nickel
composition propellers was 286 a min-
ute. It was found that 263 revolutions
in this time were sufficient to main-
tain the contract speed of 21 knots.

The North Dakota. by her perform-
ance today, takes precedence as a gen-
eral first-class battleship. The figures*
recorded for the North Dakota today
surpass those of any other Dread-
nought. There is only such battle-
ship afloat, the attainments of which
may exceed those of the North Da-
kota. This is the Neptune, just
launched for the British navy. The
Neptune. however, will have to at-
tain flgur,-s nuch in excess ofr sp elci-
fications to accomplish this. The Bell-
crophon of the British navy has made
but 22.1 knots.

Record for Five Tr;als.

It was on the fir.t of her runs over
the lmeasured milet course that thei
North D)akota made, her rncord. The
tide was in her favor andt this is not
subtracted from her best figures. In
the recorded mean,. or average, how-
ever, tidal deductions are made'.

Five trials over the tlle course, were
recorded, as follows: :2: 2. 21.486,
22.13, 21.5405 and 22.13. The hifluence
of the tide on the vessel's speed N.
shown In ia comparison of tihe time In
succeeding miles.

While the five speed runs twere being
recorded the North D)akota was also
rndergoing a two hours- test for con-
sumption of oil and consi The show-
ing is understood to have been satis-
factory.

The Delaware is equipped with re-
ciprocating engines. w:lII 4 ,tlhe Notrth
)akota is fitted with turbine engines.
