think in these things " Ilut we give
oursl-ves. too little, tim.. to think. We
aore, n the ruIsh from a .irly morning
til I:lte at night. We hurry through

tour b,reaikfast whil, glancinIg with
nervous. haste through the morning
paper; then rush downtown and
plunge fevIrishly into the endless
suc.'ession of varied tasks. turning off
eaich as though with it restless fear
that its heels might be troddlen usin
by the toes of the next approaching
task.

Thus it goas fronm correspondence
to interview, then to settlement of
routine details, from these to some
committee meeting, thence to lunch.
from lunch to some hurried appoint-
ment, then to a conference with Ce-
workers, and from there to some sort!
of a board meeting. The evening
,hours are consumed by one or another

of a half dozen lodges or clubs, by
some committee or school board meet-
ing, by a special appointment with
some out-of-town customer or client
or patient unable to come during the
day. or by some society function.
Not infrequently several such en-
gagements elbow each other for
precedence.

Nor does Sunday bring much relief.
We think the usual griit of mail must
be examined and some of it answered,
for fear some business matter might
go wrong by waiting until Monday.
Then some traveling man must be
seen, for wuhoun there was no time on
Saturday. and who could not possibly
be kept waiting until Monday; or somel
custon.er or client or patient must be
seen who could not leave his work to
come during the week. Then a few
social affairs must be attended-per-
haps a .dinner or a few cails which
it was not convenient to arrange dut-
Ing the week. Thus, with a ride ft
the weather be pleasant. andi a half
hour with the bulging, he-supplement-
ed morning paper, the day la passe
with litt'e or nothing to suggest that
it is the day which in the beginning
(lod set apart for rest and worship.

Save in o'r few sleeping hours, we
are never free from the grip of this
hurry demon. If we would read, we
find ourselves seliing one or another
of the myriad modern magazines and
giving a hurried 15 or 20 minutes to
some story or article: but the VOIl-
mnles of tbhe laasters remain in un-

disiturbed dignity upon the slhelves. We
have not time for them. Many a
frierdly tall is on.itted, many a neigh.
hotly kindness left undone, because
we havetn't time. "The insistent sum-
moins of iour modern civilUnation, like
the cry of the barker of Pay Htreak.
is "Hurry, hurry, hurry!"

In the presence of so many calls
for time and strength, we need to eul-
tivate more rigidly the psower of wise
ucholce. In the highly diversified civ-
Ilization which most iof vs enjoy, and
no the nfter of which not a few of tin
are sacrificing oursuelves. more things
appeal to our interest than we can
wisely or safely take up. We cqnnot
read nall tihe books nor Join all the or-
ganizations nor engage in all the lines
of helpful activity that we would like.
Time anti strength forbid. We must
therefore choose: and the choice should
be not impulsive but well considered
and rise. Ily a process of elimina-
tionlt , must lay aside the good for
the better. the better for the best.
Many of us are disllpating our ener-
gies a nnd discounting our value to so-
ciety by trying to do, too mnnny things.
How much better to discrii.inati. to
eliminulte. to t'lihoi..i. How Imuch hit-
ter. having caref, lly cnsliuredt andIi
determnlfed what for us is t.est, 1to say
with St- Paul: "This one tiing I do."Careful thought will alshow thai:t the
best tlings-tho.se most worth while'
- are the things which contle closest to,
that in us whicli endures. The things
if hoiily chararter. of human uplift ando
helpfulness. of the divine qualities of
h tart - these- are t the IIings nlmost
worthl while-are the thitlgs which-t
conmi e lt.est tm tthat in us which en-
lures.

A LETTE.J FROM PERSIA.

The following Iparngraplhs are in .n-
tinuation of what appeared in th'- i..t.
lumn a w"e,-k ni., lunder a similar Ih ad-
Ing. l'hey are from a letter r-.nl!:-.
receriedl by the edlitor of this coluIl.
from hli si str. Mrs. it. P' ; ;,;lt.
S'hose hubhand is a medli-al f issioI;:trv
in t'rumla. Persia:

"Persia is a sort of no man's hlnd
these days. I'rumna. bhilng so nrar the
Turkish border, has been tool no :r it on-
cupled with boundary disputer a nd
Kulr ish raids to be the srene of sn.!Il
rrvolutionary war as has gone on in
other parts of Persia, most notably' in
Tuhriz. For weeks we have b,'on out
uI,: from the rest of Persia: the gover-
nor has been without instructionsl
from the captial and a ithout salary
Telegraphic comrrmunleation is cut off;
and posts are Irregular. from three to
five weeks often elapsing between
mail clays. lalst fall we suffered a
dreadful stringency of money for sev-
eral weeks. Our treasurer was obligedr
to borrow at 1. per cent Interest. while
many people were paying as high as
100 per cent unit a fIew as much as
10 per cent.

"You doubtless hear more than wei
do of events in Teheran anid Tabris;

but we occasolnallv hear some news
from the missionaries in both places.
They report opportunities for mislsion-
ary work greater than ever before,
schools crowded and Moslem services
better attended than' at any time. In
Tabriz the rationalists. under .attara
Khan. continue to hold the citp. though
the shah's armies have cut off the
applroaches to the c tv on all sides. No
asppllleA have been allowed to enter for
several months, and food is scarce and.[
expensive. We , hope, thotugh perhdaps
vainly, that Rtussla and England will
not allow things to go on mulch long~
without Intervention.

"Our own t'rumia fleld. to quoter
fromin Dr. Shl-dd's annual repolrt, ex-
tends from nl.ke I'rumla on the east
to Lake Van and the river Tigris on
the west, a distance of nhbout 200 miles
east and west. and 150 miles north
and south. It would be difficult to,
find many regions of eual extent with
a larger variety of physical features.
races and aintuagres. On the eastern
andi western sides are the fertile plhins
of Luke l'rrmia and the Tigris villev.
whIle between is the lofty re-
gion of the Zagricos nountains, a great
mass rising rtn some peaks to an al-
titude of 12.000 or 13.000 feet. The'
lilrgest numbmer of the inhabitants art
Kurds. mostly in Turkish but largelyt
in Persian territory, and divided into
innumerable clans. Next in numhber
are the Turkish-apeaking Moslems of
Azerhljan. Tlhe Christians are some
T5.000 Syrians. one-third in Persia and
two-thirds in Turkey, and perhaps
10.000 Armenians. There are also ia
few thousand J\ews and solme Yezl-
does. A really stablhe It,litical settle-
ment ofi at-region so divided ly an-
ture and so dive.rse in race, lanitlage
and religion is hardly to be expelcted.
Our field has ,been at one side of tthe
theater of revolution In Persia. and
apprehension of danger frlll Tturks
and Kurds has Intmoderatedt the seal of
the most ardetll !atriots."
