DESCENT MADE INTO
CHERRY MINE

TWO MEN GO DOWN, BUT HEAT

FORCES THEM BACK-BOYS

UNDER AGE EMPLOYED.

Ctherry. Ill.. Nov. 17.-For the first
time since Sunday two men tonight
descended the ventilating shaft of the
St. Paul mine, in the blocked and
fiery galleries of which more than 340
men and boys lie dead. The exploit
was successfully carried out by Thonm-
as Morris and R. Y. Williams. of the
United States geological survey. They
found no bodies. The heat forced them
out of the mine.
From what they discovered it is

thought the fire has moved back from
the main shaft and that it may be
possible to enter it soon. First a test
was made for black damp. A safety
lamp was entinguished at 10 feet.

A numerous faction contended all
day that the mine should he sealed
for months. if necessary, for weeks
in any event, until further explora-
tions could be made with safety. This
faction included a majority of experts
here from all over the country. But
the cries of men who have lost their
comrades, and the women, was too
strong. and Morris and Williams de-
termined upon the attempt.

e was proved to his own satisface-
tion today by Edgar T. Davies. state
factory inspector. In one Vase the
mother of the chill victim has ap-
parently lost her reason, and state of-
ficials are investigating with a view
of fixing responsibility for the viola-
tion of the law that has ended so
tragically. It Is the case of Mrs.
Charles Howard. whose 15-year-old son
Alfred. Is "dowp'" in the mine. "The
ease clearly pres n'ts a violation of the
child laItor law," said Mr. Davies to,-
day. "We are on th, track of many
such cases."

Inspector Davies and his assistants
were denied access to records of hboys
employed in the St. Paul mine when
they applied for them at the com-
pany's office a few days ago. "We
are now making a systematic can-
vass," said Mr. Davies. "to learn all
we ann. We have discovered a num-
ber of seriout tases, and will run
them down to fix thei guilt where it
belongs. It is to be expected, how-
'ver, that in sonme cases parents of
the childlren did not tell the truth
about the children's lages."

The denmonstration of feeling on the

This
led Sheriff Skonlund to take imnled-
late action. and at dusk he asked the
raillroad offliials to move the troop
cars. statined several hundred feet
from the mine. up be.ilde the special
;ers. which are serving as ai temlnlr-

ary hotel.
