GANG USED HIM AS FIGURE-

'ounell Bluffs, li.. Nov. IS.-Judge
irelen, before whomi Jihn R. DI)obins

is being tried on the charge of aiding
In the alleged robbery of Banker T.

000. today overruled an objection by,

Mo.. another victim. The object was
to show It general c.nspiracy.to dle-I
fraud.

When Bedford was finally per-
mitted to testify, following a longli
tangle of objections and motions, he
told a typlical story of how he had been
"fleeced" out of $8.000 by men alleged,
to be associated with Maybray.

"I knew I was bumped and decided
to take my inedicine-and take her
straight," declared BIedford. "They
got me good.
