ANOTHER ECLIPSE.

The second total eclipse of the moon
for this year 4. scheduled to take place
tonight. The moon will enter the
earth's shadow on the west aide and
wili be totally eclipsed; the transit
will be visible in all parts of the
United States. 'Residents of the
Pacific coast section are to have the
first opportunity to view the phenonl-
ena. In the vicinity of Ran Francisco
the astronomical observers will see the
moon enter the earth's shadow at one
minute past It o'clock. The total
eclipse will begin at 12:39 a. m., and
will continue for nearly an hour and
a half. In Denver the eclipse will be
noticed about one hour later and so
on across the continent. In the New
England States the time for the
total eclipse to begin is about 3: 30 in
the morning and it will be daylight
when the moon leaves the earth's
shadow. The eclipse will be visible
not only in all parts of the United
States, but throughout Canada. Mexico
and Central and South Anmrica as
well.
