PRESIDENT, ATTORNEY GENERAL

AND OTHERS CONFER ON

COMMERCE REGULATIONS.

Washington. Nov. 29.-Following a
lepgthy conference at the White House
today it war announced tonight that
the t.4n'inistation will exert all its
influerz'e Itmard securing a compre-
henslve revision of the interstate com-
merce law by the incoming congress.
A rough draft of the proposed amend-
ments to the law was submitted by
Attorney. General, Wiekershaw. The
president had as his advisers the at-
torney general, Commissioner Lane of
the interstate commerce commission,
and Senators Elkins and Cummins.
Frank B. Kellogg. special "trust
buster" of the department of justice,
and Secretaries Wilson and Dickinson
also gave their views.

While the president has not yet
made his selection of the men in con-
gress who will be entrusted with the
task of putting the legislation
through, there are said to be a large
number of candidathe anxious for the
honor of appearing as champions of
the White House.

Recommendations looking toward
the improvement of the condition of
the laboring man which it is desired
the president incorporate in his an-
nual message to congress were urged
upon the president by the labor lead-
era, headed Iy Samuel Gompers,
president of the American Federation
of Labor.

John Mitchell. second vice president;
James O'Connell. third vice president
and Frank Morrison, secretary of the
federation, accompanied Mr. Gomp-
ers to the White House.

President Gompers submitted a
number of matters.- Foremost was one
concerning the issuance of injunctions
by ftderal judges, particularly as they
apply to personal liberty and their
use in the settlement of disputes be-
tween employers and employes. The

-exception of labor or 'aniaations from
certain provisions of the Sherman an-
titrust act was discussel.

WOLGASI IS IEN
THE DECSON

WHIRLWIND RUSHES AND AG-

GRESSIVE INFIGHTING WIN

FOR MILWAUKEEAN.

San Francisco. Nov. •S.-Ad Wolgast
of Milwaukee was given the decisIon
tonight over .ew Powell at the end
of 20 rounds of fast and at times
bloody fightigg. Wolgait had the bet-
ter 9f the contest from start to fin-
lab and the whirlwind rushes and ag-
gressive in-fighting proved a combi-
nation that the local fighter was uan
able to meet. Powell was the fav-
orite at odds of 10 to S and he was
backed for thousands. It now is con-
ceded by all that Wolgast. after his
showing against the Californian. Is
the legitimate opponent ok Champion
Nelson.

Terrific Clip.
The fight tonight was remarkable

for the terrific clip the fighters main-
tained and the disinclination at any
time to break ground or shirk pun-
Ishment. WolgasE opened the battle
as if he intended to make a runaway
fight of it. He fairly dazzled Powell
with his speed and his aggressive
fighting at close range was a revela-
tion. " Time and again he drove right
and left short-arm blows to the body
and jaw and kept his arms going with
such piston-like regularity that Poyell
was all at sea. Try as he might he
could not elude the Milwaukeean's de-
termined rushes and the best he could
do was to protect himself. let alone
administer any punishment. Wolgast
devoted his early attacks to the kid-
neys and soon great red blotches be-
decked Powell's back. The men fought
almost constantly at close range
throughout the entire battle. and
while in this position Wolgast sent in
smash after smash on the Call-
fornian's jaw apd face and soon the
blood was spouting In streams from
his mouth and nose. One round was
a repetition of the other. with Wol-
gast invariably holding the upper
hand.

Powell Takes a Hand.
In the 12th round Powell made his

showing. It was the most victorious
round of the fight and for a moment
it looked as if Powell might turn the
tables. He sent in several ponderous
right smashes as the casterner rushed
in and forced him to stall most of the
round out. Toward the close of the
round, however. Wolgast cut loose
again and after administering a- fear-
tfurbeating to the Californian. the lat-
ter went to his corner in a semi-
groggy condition.

Wolgast again took the lead and
held it to the end. all the time pun-
ishing Powell severely about the face
and bringing fresh blood in almost ev-
ery round. Old ring followers said
after the fight that not since the-days
of George (Kid) Lavigne has a fight-
er created the impression left by
the Milwaukeean. Hiss speed and
endurance and aggressive qualities
were marvelous. Powell's $uncheq.
had' little if 'iny effect on him. He
also showed himself to be the pus-
sessor of a powerful punch and it was
only Powell's ability to absorb this
punishment that prevented a knock-
out. Powell, although beaten, was
not disgraced. He fought a stubborn
game fight, but lost to a better man.
Powell's face was badly disfigured at
the end of the contest and his body
also showed evidence of Wolgast's
punches. AVoigast did not go scot-
free, his left eye being badly swol-
len, his lips split and his nose somer-
what laceratmed.

In a scheduled 15-round preliminary
to the Powell-Wolgast fight. Tommy
McCarthy won from Frankle Smith in
the ninth round. McCarthy beat his
man down systematically and when
MImith sank to the floor more front
sheer weakness than from punish-.
ment. the referee stopped the contest,
and gave the verdict to McCarthy.
