“You arc therefore advised that Ifi
the renegade buffalo  of the Fablo;
fierd are restrained within a large
enclosure, as you advised us might be
dbne, that, nevertheless, they are still |
wild adkmals ang dre entitled to thci
protection of the game laws of the
