FALLS TEAM LOSES

CASCADE COUNTY 'IS DEFEATED

IN SMOKY CITY BY SCORE

OF 10 TO 0.

Butte, Nov. 24-(Special.)-Butte out-
played Great Falls in every depart-
ment. of football today and won hand-
ily .on a field that was supposed to
suit the heavier eleven from Cascade
county. The little locals had a variety
of play that bewildered their oppo-
nents and with a dry field the score
possibly would have been larger than
the 12 to 0 tally registered. The gane
was played in a snowstorm that, while
not bad enough to interfere with the
play, had covered the ground with an
uncertain surface and not only inter-
fered with the footing of he players
but left the ball, a cold, slippery oval
that was hard to handle.

Great Falls outplayed Butte only in
the success of their forward plsses,
but these gained nothing. Butte in-
tercepted many of them for gains.
Both teams were forced to kick fre-
quently, the average distance being a
standoff, although Butte gained on
every exchange of kicks by her ability
to get down the field under the punts.
Butte's first touchdown came after
Great Falls was forced to. kick on
third down. Grigg tore off eight yards
around left end, and Freebourne ne-
gotiated 28 around the same end. Grigg
hit the line for five more and then,
