There has
been a little excitement lately dyver
the work of the federal officers In
capturing a lot of beer and Whisky on
the dry ground, and there have been
some arrests made that include prom-
inent men in the new towns. The
enforcement of the booze law is very
strict."

While there is no exception made in
the law which prohibits the selling

or keeping of liquor on
IT'S HARD the land which was for-
TO TELL merly the Flathead res-

ervation, and while
there are no good citizens who do not
want to have the law which regulates
the sale of alcohol elsewhere enforced
to the limit, there are many problems
which present themselves to the sa-
loon man in town In regard to the
sale of intoxibants to persons of in-
dian blood, and he has a hard time
in knowing how far fie can go. The
best way es for him to learn that the
sale of liquor is forbidden to any Iper-
son of Indian blood. When he has
learned this, he should adhere strictly
to the law. Ode df the best-known
saloon men in aMissoula was fooled
the other day. A tiliarter-breed camb
into his place and announced that he
had recei'veP a ptent to his land and
that-be had a right to buy whisky the
same as a white man. The saloon man
sold him a drink, but he will not sell
him another, for he has learned since
that the holding of a patent does not
raise the emi(argo. Once an Indian,
always an Indian, 'and there's no booze
for him. "The man fooled me en-
tirely," said the saloon man yesterday.
"'I thought he knew what he was talk-
ing about, but I have learned better
since. He will not fool me again. It
is difficult to tell who are Indians
and who are not in many cases; there
are some of the breeds who come to
town who are lighter than many men
around the city Who are not Indians
at all. I don't know how we' are
to tell."to tell."

"You can say for me," said a well-
known reservation man yesterday,

"that the bison hunt is
NO HUNT off for all time, despite
AT ALL the story in the Ana-

conda Standard that
Howard DIuglass Is coming here to
have his hunt, in spite of the Mon-
tana officers. Mr. Pablo is a law-
abiding man and has no desire what-
ever to fly in the face of the ruling
of the state's officers. He will not
allow with his' approval anything that
is not lawful, technically as well as
morally. It has been: reported lately
that Mr. Pablo has recently killed
bison, defying the authorities thereby.
While it is true that Mr. Pablo has
killed a bison, it was done at Christ-
mas and the animal was killed as a
steer would have been, and has been
the custom for a good many years.
There was no intention to defy the
authorities. Mr. Pablo believes the
herd is his property and that he has
as much right to kill the animals
as. he has to slaughter his beef cattle.
But he will wpennit no hunt. I under-
stand that the herd is to be rounded
up again in the spring and the rest of
the animals will be shipped to Canada,
as the others were, and that is all
there will be to it. Mr. Ayotte, agent
for the Canadian government, informs
me that the story which quoted Mr.
Douglass was exaggerated. But whether
it was or not, you may say positively
that there will be no hunt of buffalo
on the reservation or on what was the
reservation."

SSTREET CAR ACCIDENT ON

BRIDGE RESULTS SERIOUSLY

FOR GEORGE SINGER.

The first serious street car accident
that has occurred in Missoula since
the service was started, happened on
the bridge early yesterday afternoon,
and as a result George Singer of Sher-
wood street, a well known gardener'
of the city, lies at the St. Patrick's
hospital with a fractured knee cap and
other injuries and the horse which he
was riding is dead, it being necessary
for the body of the Animal to be
dragged off the bridge with a team.
Mr. Singer w'as riding a horse that
was perfectly gentle but not ac-
customed to the street cars. As the
car approached the horse jumped
across the track and was crushed
down with its rider. The horse's back
was broken and that Singer himseif
was not either killed or more serious-
ly injured seems miraculous. Opinion
voiced by those who were on the car,
some who saw, the accident and
Motorman A. C. Miner, who was driv-
ing the car, differs considerably as
to the responsibility. Manager Inch of
the company, stated last night that
an investigation was in progress, but
had not been completed.

The injured man was helped on the
car and hurried over town, transferred
to a hack and driven to the hospital.
He is to be operated upon this morn-
ing and until the surgeons have
finished the seriousness of the injury
will not be known.

PLAY MOV STARITS
IN MISSiOULA

AFTER LECTURE ON EUGENICS

BY DR. CURTIS, ORGANIZA-

TION IS UNDERTAKEN.

Following a lecture in the high

school au:ditorium last evening by Dr.

Henry S. Curtis, formerly supervisor

of playgrounds in the District of

Columbia and secretary of the Play-

ground Association of America, a play-
ground association for Missoula ,was
organized. That is, the first step to-
ward forming such an association
was taken, a committee on organiza-
tion being named.

7 he address of Dr.-Curtis was a lec-
ture rather than ' phychological dis-
cussion of eugenics. H1e spoke in plain
terms of the playground movement in
America and Europe and gave many
facts and illustrations., A portion of
his talk was illustrated by lantern
slides, all depicting the work of the
playground association in the larger
cities of this country. Dr. Curtis had
an appreciative audience.

In the first part of his talk, Dr.
Curtis told of the system of play
adopted by the schools of Germany.
He explained how amusement is or-
ganized among, the school children,
how there are regular "spiel nach-
mittage." He explained how, the Ger-
mahs had taken the playground move-
ment into the rural districts, where
there are play inspectors, to whom
falls the duty of providing places to
swim, grounds for picnics, and of
arranging outings of all sorts.

Dr. Curtis next recounted the
growth of the movement in the United
States. ,He said that 500 cities now
had established public playgrounds
maintained by trained men and wom-
en, and that the proportion of grounds
maintained by public and private
funds is about equal. Chicago has
Ispeht $11,000,000 on its great system
of places of recreation, and gives up
$150,000 a year to, maintalnance.

The speaker 'scouted the ides that

public playgrounds were charitable in-
stitutions. For rich and poor alike
they are, he said, citing the fact that
Charlie Taft. Quentin Roosevelt and
the sons of half a dozen ambassadors
were in the habit of using the grounds
in 'Washington.

To explaining the importance of
sufficient exercise and recreation to a
child's health, to citing examples of
how the playground scheme had
worked out in a number of American
cities, and to givpng statistics prov-
ing that play decreases juvenile
crimte, Dr. Cgisti devoted the closing
part of his lecture.
