- Montana State Veterinarian associa-a tion, returned yesterday from Boze-

Sman, where the association held its7 convention this week. Dr. Ward spoke
p enthusiastically of the meeting, espe-
cially the clinics, which were a prom-y Inent feature of the convention. "We
,I drafted a bill while the convention was
in session which, when passed by the
state legislature, will protect the
Montana veterinarian against those
who arrive in this state and practice
vwithout a license," said Dr. ;Ward
upon his arrival in this city yester-
1 day. In further explanation of the bill,
the veterinary associaiton's president
said the bill is to be presented at this
session of the legislature, the docu-
ment going before the house with Dr.
Donohue of Custer county in charge
of it. Senator Edward Donlan will
probably present the bill to the sen-
ate. "This bill," said Dr. Ward, "al-
lows all those now engaged in the
practice of veterinary medicine and
surgeey to file their certificates with
the clerk of the court and with the
state which, by a provision in the bill,
r will be chosen by the governor from a

list of names submitted by the asso-
claiton. A penalty has been provided
to protect those legally practicing in
this state against those who presume
to engage In the practice of veterinary
medicine and surgery without a regu-
larly authorized state license. The bill
has been drafted along the lines of

1 those in force in eastern states."

RANGE FOR SHEEP
IN FORESTS

FORTY -THOUSAND WILL FIND

PASTURE IN THIS SECTION-

STOCKMEN NOTIFIED.

"Investigations which we have been
carrying on during the past few
months concerning the available
ranges in several of the western for-
ests of this district have led to the
conclusion that we should call atten-
tion to thG facilities so that the stock-
men in some sections of the state who
are fast being crowded out by the
homesteader may 'be put in a posi-
tion to avail themselves of what we
have to offer," said Associate For-
ester F. A. Silcox yesterday.

"We have discovered," he continued,
"that there is range on the Lolo, Bit-
ter Root and Missoula forests for
about 40,000 head of sheep, and therO
is no reason why grazing privileges
should not be issued so that these
ranges be stocked to their fullest ca-
pacity. To this end we have gathered
all the data we can and have ar-
ranged it with plain maps showing
the range and locations, and this will
be accompanied by a circular letter
giving the comi)lete possibilities of
the range and facilities for winter
feeding.

"The matter will also be placed in
the hands of the Missoula and Ham-
ilton chambers of commerce so that
the organizations will be in a position
to answer any inquiries that may he
received."
