for 'the killing of William Goebel.

Another resolution demander the
abolition. of the state constabulary in

A resolution favoring an eight-hour
day "from bank to bank," and weekly
pay days for miners,, was referred to
the' next scale conference, to be held
in February, 1912.

A reqolution favoring separation from
the American Federation of Labor and
aliance with the Industrial Union of
the World. wos defeated.

A resolution declaring for a positive
understanding between the seven labor
organisations identified with the rail-
road indhstry and the miners in 'the
hope of being of mutual service in
times of trouble was adopted.
