Contratulating Rtepo upon the Young

Mei's Christian assoliation building
Just comphlted here. Mr. Roosevelt said

he. lhad,.ot known until a recent con-
troversy arose that ?nthoilles and Jews,
who, he said, were often among the
most liberal contributors to its work,

were denied the right of holding posl-

tions upon the managerial boards of
the assorintion This he characterised

as the grossest injustice. He appealed

to his friends among the Protestant

clergy to right the wrong thus done.

A man who did right. Mr. Roosevelt
sald, was entitled to worship God as

he saw fit. No line of creed should
ib drawn against hip.

Mr. ItRoosevelt also talked at length

upon the crying need of elmployers' li-
ability mlenasures, both national and

state. It was not fair, he said, that
the worker should he the only one to

pay for 'accidents to which hil occu-
patilol rendered him liable.

"If an employer uses up a bit of ma-
chinery." lie said, "he has to replace
It. If lihe uses up a lilt of human ma-

chilnery let hnim pay for that, too."
After citing the hazardous oclcupa-

thins of various railroad employe Mr.

Itoosevelt said that in fairness the

peoplle of the United SRlttes Iliust see
that properlr compensation measures

were enacted.
"And the courts mtust seeo thiita

through," he added.
