BABE BURIED ALVE
BY ITALIAN COUPLE

Santa Barbara, Cal., Nov. 10.--It
developed today durihg the prelimi-
nary hearing of John Rech in Justice
Shoup's court on the charge of hav-
ing killed his new-born babe, that the
child was buried alive.

"thousands of times."

"'he agreed to it," the witness said,,

to the old folks in Italy."

X'he witness then described the man-
ner of the babe's death. He said he
took the Infant to the barn, behind
which he dug a hole and, placing, the
babe in a sitting pocture, filled the
hole with earth. The death wounds
found on the babe's head were in-
filcted, .Rech said, by his shbove
when he tamped doatn the dirt.

After Rech's statement. had , been
made it was read to him by the in-
terpreter and he readily signed it.

FIRE CAUSES PANIC.

'Los Angeles, Nov. 10.-A fire orig-
