ATTORNEY GENERAL WICKER=

SHAM KNOCKS GOVERNMENT

BY DIRECT LEGISLATION.

New Yprk, Nov. U9--A voice from
the balcony at the conclusion of an
address by Attorney General Wicker-
sham In the auditorium of the Wesi
Bide, Y, M. C. A. called out tonight:

"Will the Sherman law be amended
br repealed?"

The attorney general paused before
replying. "I am neither a prophet nor
the son of a prophet."

Laughter and applause greeted the
declaration.

Another voice rang out: "Do you
think amending or abolishing the
'holding company' system would relieve
trust conditions?"

"In my opinion," said Mr. Wicker-
sham, "the 'holding company' system
is the greatest enemy to the. destruc-
tion of monopoly ever devised by the
wit of man.""

-Another voice. "Does the attorney
general think competition will be re-
stored?"

"Yes."
"Do you think the same conditions

will exist under those conditions as
are noticeable today?"

"I hope not. That will depend on
the vigilance of our friends."

A Questioning Bee.
These quotations outline fairly a

questioning bee which followed en ex-
temporaneous address by the attorney
general. Mr. Wickersham said that the
one most vital political -problem is
simply this:

"Shall the government have power
over all, or shall a group less than all,.
have power over all?"

In conclusion; he said: "One of the
problems that confronts us today Is
the preservation of as much individual
liberty as is consistent with our needs.
I am a firm believer in the value of
our form of government and the neces-
sity of having that government strong
enough to demand the respect of the
people. I am also a firm believer in
the integrity and capacity of the
American citizen.

'People Not Competent.

'"The people, however, are not con-
petent to adopt proper measures of
government by direct legislation. We
cannot have proper state legislation
unless the proper men are put into
office and only when Judges are with-
drawn from political interference can
we attain that keystone of government
mapped out by our forefathers. No in-
dictment found against the people is
so- strong as the electing into office
of men who are unworthy of carrying
out their 'duties."

nuncios of the aoabstolle see in all
places under my jurisdiction, providefor their safe journey, treat them
honorably on their coming, during
their stay and on their return and re-
sist even to the shedding of blood,
whomsoever should attempt anything
against them.

"I shall try in every way to assert,
uphold, preserve, increase and pro-
mote the rights, even temporally, the
liberty, honor, privilegs and authority
of the Roman church of Our Lord, the
pope and his successors. When it
shall come to my knowledge that
some machination, prejudicial to those
rights which I cannot prevent in the
occurring, I s.1l immediately make
it known to th 'pbpe, his successor or
someone qualified to convey such
knowledge to hlIm.

"I swear to observe and fulfill and
see that others observe and fulfill the
regulations, d~eltees, ordinances, dis-
pensations, aeee ations and provisione
of the apoltolf' mandates and con-
stitutions bf'• ixtus First of happy
memory and t, imbat with every ef-
fort heretics,.' ssimatlgg and rebel-
lious uttnrances,a•ainst, our lord, the
pope and his successors.

"When summoned for any reason
by the holy father ur his successor. I
shall obey, or when detained by just
cause I shall seed someone to present
my excUps, ~po hovei, due reverence
and obedience.

"I shall' never sell, give away, mort-
gage or alidnate,. without the consent
of the Roman pontiff, the convents,
churches, monasteries, or their benef.
ices committed to me, and I shall like-
wise ,observe fhviolate the constitu-
tion of the supreme pontiff, Plus X.,
beginning vacante sede. apostolica;
given at Rome on the 25th day of
December, in the year 1904, concerning
the vacancy in the holy see and'the
election of the Roman pontiff.
"I swear not to receive a commis-

sion from any. clyil power, under any
pretext to propose a veto, under the
form of a simple desire, in accordanct
with the constitution's commiseumi
nobis given by Pius X., January 24,
1904, and not to disclose anything,
no matter how known to me, either in
open conclave or to the individual car-
dinals by writing or orally, directly or
indirectly, before or during the con-
clave, and I promise to lend no help
or countenace to interventibn of any
civil power in the election of the
pope.

"Likewise, I shall observe minutely
each and all decrees, especially those
Which have emanated from the sacred
congregation of ceremonies or those
to cotne from it relative to the sublime
dignity of the cardinalate. Nor shall
I do anything repugnant to the honor
and dignity of the cardllate."
