Los Angeles, Nov. 39--Willie Ritchie,
a ijghtweiglit from the trainipg en-
tourage of Packey Mcl'arland, achieved
an international ffatic reputation today
by staying 20 rounds with krerdie
Welsh, the Britiph lightweight chal-
lenger, Who was to, have gone on with
Ad Wolgast, in a Thanksgiving cham-
pionship battle at Vernon. Ritchie,
on 24 hours' notice, aubstituted for
Wolgast. who was bereft of Ills
vermiform appendix at the hospital
yesterday. Welsh was given the de-
cision but Ritohie had himii groggy on-
two or three occasions, and after the
mill the one topic of conversation
among the "fans" centered on the
question:

"How long would Welsh have lasted
against Wolgast, if the latter had been
in the ring?'

After an all-night train ride from
San Francisco, Ritchie entered the
arena somewhat heavy. Welsh ap-
peared trained to the minute. The
Briton excelled in ring generalship and
did most of the leading, but his blows
lacket! steam, while Ritchie's, when
they landed, generally stopped him.

For the first few rounds Ritchie was
very cautious and evaded Welsh. In
the fifth, however, after Welsh had
landed two or three punches to the
head and body, Ritchie cut loose and
surprised Welsh with a hard right to
the face.

Britisher Floored.
In the sixth, after Welsh had rushed

Ritchie into a corner, the latter landed
a hard right swing to the jaw. Welsh
punished the San Francisco boy se-
verely in the seventh with lightning-
like punches to the face and body. It
was all Welsh until the eleventh, when
Ritchie drove a vicious straight left to
Welsh's nose and the Britisher went
down. As he rose he took a hard right
to the jaw and Ritchie chased him all
over the ring. Welsh was rushed to
the ropes, owhere he drove in a hard
left, stopping Ritchie for a. moment.
Then, head to head, they exchanged
rights and lefts to the body. It was
Ritchie's best round.

The eleventh and twelfth were even,
Ritolie doing some good in-fighting
and breaking through Welsh's guard
several times. From then on to the
nineteenth it was all Welsh, the Eng-
lishman having far the better of all
exchanges and Ritchie bleeding from
mouth and nose. Welsh tried hard
for a knockout in the eighteenth, but
it was not within his strength and the
round ended with Ritchie fresher;
seemingly.

In the nineteenth round Ritchie al-
most upset Welsh with tWo rights and
a' left to the jaw. Welsh appeared to
have lost his vim and was wild. In
the last round Ritchie shot a straight
right to the owin, which weakened the
Briton porceeptibly. Another right to
the jaw made Welsh's knees wobble
had his return was far too short. The
bell sounded with both men fighting
viciously on the ropes.
