WRECKER OF TORONTO BANK IS

IN CUSTODY OF UNITED
STATES GOVERNMENT.

c'hicaigo, April 1t.2,-Dr. leattlie N'.
hiltt, former president of the Warmers'
National bank of Toronto, Canada, is
in the custdly of the t'nited States
government here awaiting extradition
proceedings on behalf of the 1)ominlon,
on the charge of misappropriatlng the
funds of the bank, resulting in the run
on the Institution.

Dr. Nesbitt wis taken to jail today
after in hearing before United States
C'ornllltistoner F1oote. The extradi-
tion laws do not permit of ball. His
hearinlg was continued to April 26.

N•tbitt's alleged defaleations are es-
timated at $25~0,000 The former
banker's attorneys., v'llllam K. Pat-
tlso anl WVilliam M. Hollle. would
not say what their colrse of actlon
would he, but if necessary they will
fight all attempts at extradition.

IHarmon dilt not mention the name of
the Nebraskan, but said:

"The good people of Ohlio will bear 1
me out when I say, as I do, that not
In a generation have their affairs been
so honeqtly, fairly, economically and
capably managed as they have heen Ily
the present den•tcrutlr administration.
It is because Jeffersonian principles
were i'ractlced and not merely prated
about."

"I am here by invitation of mi good
friends in Nebraska, and while I am
always averse hi speaking about my-
self, I feel that it Is due to them to
speak of some mnatters of a public
nature about which falsehoods have

ieen circulated, so wholly unfounded
that perslstence in them cannot be as-
c'rlbed to proper motives. It would
not be necessary to do this at home.
"There has been no retraction of the

It ading, spelling, writing, arithmetic,
language and gramme, erphy
(elementary and sdmo e, naited
States history (elementary and ad-
vanced), physiology atld' hygielle, olvil
government (state and. natlio), and
also books supplemental, to the above.
Said sealed proposals shall. be ad-
dressed to the Chairman of the State
Text Book comrpisilon,' Helena, Mon-
tana, care of the State Superintendent
of Public Instruction, and shall be 'in-
dorsed, "Sealed Proposals for Supply-
ing Text Books for Use In the State
of Montana."

Sald sealed proposals shall state the
net wholesale prices at which the pub-
lishers whose books may be adopted by
the Text Book commission will agree to
deliver the same In the cpity of Chicago,
tililuais ;,o 'o b, tO m•ohanMt tin Mon-
tana or to school districts parchasing
the same. They shall also state the
wholesale prices adopted in exchange
for the' old books in the hands of
pupils or old books In the hands of dis-
tricts that have the free text book
system, and for new books in the hands
of districts or dealers which may be
discarded grade for grade, and shall
further state the retail prices at which
they will keep all the text books so
adopted' on sale uniformily in at least
one place in each county throughout
the state.

All books shall be of the latest re-
vised editions and the wholesale price
for each book shall not be higher than
the lowest wholesale price, f. o. b. at
Chicago, to any state of the United
States.

The publishers contracting to fur-
nish the geographies shall cause to be
prepared a special map and special
supplement descriptive of Montana.

They shall also cause to be prepared
a special supplement for Montana for
the civil government adopted, which
supplement shall not contain less than
thirty pages.

The State Text Bookf commission re-
serves the right to select all or any
one or more of the books mentioned inr any sealed proposal submitted, and to
s award the contract to such bidder for
I the books so selected.,

t Each sealed proposal submitted shall
be accompanied by a certified check,
cashier's check, or a bank draft in the
