NEWCOMERS ARE CLASSY
Barclay Craighead, Shaw and Others

Register at University For Work

and Turn Out for lFootball Practice

-A Hard Workout.

Half a dozen new men reported to
'~apta.in Dornblaser yesterday after-

nomn for the first practice of the eec-
ind week of the university's football

season. George 'Klebe, Cecil Dobson
and Elsear Deschamps, the first two
members of the 1911 eleven and the
last halfback on the 1910 team, were
among the newcomers. Their arrival
added new joy to a situation already
joyful and made the fall prospects
brighter than ever.

Thirty-seven men have now taken
out suits and most of them are re-
porting dAl-y for practice. Those who
have not shown up regularly for work
will be removed from thie squad so
that their suits may be given to other
applicants. It is the biggest turnout
the university has known in years.
The men, too, are apparently better
football players than have worn the
varsity uniforms in a good many
years. This is going to be the most
successful season Montana has had in
years.
The men were given a long, hard

workout yesterday after the first week
of" easy training. After a, long prac-
tice on the field they were sent out on
a long hike from the campus through
G(reenough park and back again. This
scheme of cross-country running for
wind will be followed closely through
,the .stason and should prove of great
advantage to the team. Tonight work
with the charging machine will be
started, probably.

Numerous Stars.
There are .plenty of stars qmong the

37 men who have reported thus far.
Many of the men who won their let-
ters last fall are out in togs again
this year and several players who have
distin'guished themselves on Montana
football teams in years gone by have
come back to finisuh their college
careers. Several high school stars
are among the 37 and a number of
men wmho have woni their letters In
oiher ctlleg's. The list follows:

1910, tackle in' 19i'11 and tackle on this
year's eleven. "l)Dot'rn" Is a team In
himself and is giving 'the very best
he has for the varsity. He has one
year to 'play after this season.

C(lifford Day, .vrslty 1910 and 1911
and a strong cantlidate for guard or
tactle on the team this fall. Day is
ia strong, heavy, aggressive player and
'will tie a ,tower of strength on the line
this fall.
E. 11. Craighead, Jr., center on the

Tulane university tenm, of 1911. It is
likely that ('ralgheatd will be played at
tackle or guard this fall, though
changes in- thl' ,prosl•ects ltay shift
him to ceniter as soon as team play is
started. At any rate Craighead will
play on. the line somewhere and will
Iei more than able to hold his oAn with
the others stars beside him.

George Klehe,l the Dutchman, who
llayed opposite I)orn'blaser at tackle)
last yeair, is another strong iman. KIhlee

WORTH.

HARD TO REPLACE MIM
Directors Feel That the Union Asso-

ciatiort Has Really Suffered Through

His Death-Vico President Vander-

putt. Will Arrive Today.

Deep and sincere were the tributes
paid President W. H. Lucas' memory
by the local baseball men, who really
knew him and what he stood for. "The
squarest man I ever knew." That one
lote predominated and it would be
'atifying to any man to hear such
a testimonial expressed with so much
earnestness. President Lucas may be
dead, but if his spirit is cognizant of
the deep regfet caused by:his sudden
departure, he will realize that he left
behind him a memory which the sport-
ing world.reveres and honors. It must
mean something to have achieved such
a reputation. "The squarest man I
,ever knew." And they didn't apply,
that alone to baseball, they meant it
for President Lucas as a man and not
as the head of the Union league, al-
though his loss is one that will be
kee•ily felt by the asociation.

1"President Lucas' death has made
the Union. league situation a puzzle,"
said President Campbell of the local
club. "Now that he has gone, we real-
ize the kind of a man it took to stand
atr the head of such an infant organi-
zation'. We really are at a loss as to
a substitute for him. It takes a man
of tact, honesty, and a wonderful
knowledge of baseball to head a league
and it is going to be a difficult task
to fill the shoes left empty by Presi-
dent Lucas' death. He was square,
honorable and upright. I deeply re-
gret his untimely end."
Clifton D. Blankenship, the local

manager, knew President Lucas as in-
timately as any one in Missbula. "It
was an unfortunate thing for the Un-
ion league," said Manager Blankenship.
"President Lucas' death was a blow
from which the association will not
recover for some time. He was a
man who knew baseball thoroughly.
He had acted in the capacity of both
player and manager and was a stu-
dent of the game. He was a square,
upright man and I feel that in los-
ing him I, personally, have lost a man
whose friendship I valued very highly.
The affairs of the Union league are
in first-class shape. We went over
his books today and had the meet-
ing been called for Tuesday everything
would have been ready for the 'direc-
tors. The averages are the only
things which are not complete and he
Jhad been working on them. They will
probably be out within a short time."
F. R. Vanderputte, vice president of

the Union league, sent a telegram from
Great Falls yesterday, advising the lo-
cal management that he would arrive
in the city at noon today. He will
take 'charge of the league's affairs un-
til the meeting, which will be held in
Great Falls on Friday, according to
the original schedule.
